AGREEMENT

ON COOPERATION- IN THE FIELD OF -TOURISM
BETWEEN

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND

THE GOVERNMENT OF UKRAINE

The Govéernment ¢f the Hellenic Repubitc and the Government of Ukraine,
hereinafier referred to as ths "Contracting Parties",

Guiced by the desire tc develop &nd strengthen the cocferation in the
field of tourism between the two countries,

With the aim of setting up favorable conditions for the development
of bilateral tourist relations, as a factor of preserving and extending

friendly relations,

Desircus to develop these relaticns by way of wide cocperation
tetwesn governmental bodies dealing with tourism and other tourism

grganizations,

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties shall endsavour

to facilitate travel betwesn
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the two countries, in accordance with thejr national legislation and
their respective international ebiigations, in order to increase the
tourist flow between the Hellenic Republic ang Ukraine.

ARTICLE 2

The Contracting Parties shall eénccurdge mutual tourist promciicn'
thrcugh the exchange of informetion, publicity and prometional
materials in accordance with their respective laws and regulations,

For thet purpose they shall also examine the possibility of participating
in tcurist fairs, exibitions and gthar tourist events organisad in the -
territcry of the other Party and ¢f exchanging travel journalists and
olher mass media personnel. Mcrecver, they shall study the Pcssibility

of establiishing in the territory of the other Party a tourist information
ffice, in accordance with a sceciel agreement concluded to that effect

vy the two Parties.

ARTICTE 3

The Centracting Parties shall make anyi possiple effert to develop
tourist mcvement and new.teouris+ itinernr(esabetween the two gountries
and, to that end. -they Qﬁl; encouvijge CoOperation between their trave!
agencies as wéiff;s‘otnér-firms'and;brganisétfohs operating in the
field of tcurism. ’ ‘

ARTICLE 4 |

The Contracting'Parties shéll encburage the exchange of experience
and know-hcw in the field of planning and financing of tourism, in
maintaining and.developing their tourist infrastructyre and in cperating
tourist installations, as well as the'éeftfhg up of joint ventures and
ther investment. projects in the tourist sector in accordance with
their national legisIatiOn. For this pUrposé they will regurarly
ccmmunicate to each other the incentives for tourist investments provided

by their national legislation as well as the Possibilities for such

investments existing in each ¢f tha two countries.

ARTICLE §

The Contracting Parties shall exchange views on issues of cocperation
in the field of international tourism, including thejr participaticn in
internaticnal tourism organisations.

ARTICLE 6

With the aim of implementing this Agreement a Joint-Committee shall
be established composed of authorised‘representatives from each ccuntry.
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The Committee’s meetings shall take place in each of the two countries
alternately at a time agreed upon by the Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 7

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date upon which
both Contracting Parties will have notified each other, through
diplomatic channels, of the complietion ¢f the lega! formalities
required in each country for the entiry into force of the Agreament.

This:Agreement.shall Tehmain tnforce &0 fiya (5) years and:snatl
therear.er autamatically bé renewed for additional flve vear periods
unless ‘denounced by ndtification by either af ghe' cgn ractlng
Partxns at :least six (6) -months.'pricr to the expiration of each pertod
