BETWEEN

THE GOVERNMENT OF
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND
THE CABINET OF MINISTERS OF UKRAINE
ON

THE MUTUAL PROTECTION
OF CLASSIFIED DEFENSE INFORMATION
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The Government of the Hellenic Republic
And
The Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine

(hereinafier referred to as Parties) intending to ensure the mutual
protection of all classified defense information, which has been classified in the
State of one Party and transferred to the State of the other Party,

desiring to establish the rules for the mutual protection of classified
defense information which shall extend to all agreements on cooperation to be
concluded between the Parties and contracts to be awarded between the
organizations of the States of the Parties which provide for exchange of
classified information,

Have agreed as follows:
ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS

1.1 “Classified defense information” (hereinafter referred to as classified
information) means any classified item, be it an oral or writing communication
of classified contents or the electric or electronic (technical) transmission of a
classified message, or be it classified material, which are related to military and
military-technical fields. “Material” means any item of machinery or equipment
or weapons either manufacrured or in the process of manufacture or document.
“Document” means any letter, note, minute, report, memorandum,
signal/message, sketch, photograph, film, map, chart, plan, notebook, stencil,
carbon, typewriter, ribbon, diskette etc. or other form of recorded information
(e.g. tape recording, magnetic recording, punched card, tape, etc.).

1.2 “Organization” means any legal person independently of its form of
ownership which takes part in interstate cooperation where classified information
is handled, stored, protected and which takes part in implementation of contracts
in the framework of this Agreement.

1.3 “Contract” means external economic agreement (treaty, contract)
creating and defining inalienable rights and obligations of the subjects of
external economic activities.

1.4 “Classified contract” means a contract which contains or involves
classified information.
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1.5 “National Security _authority/Designated _Security authority”
(hereinafter referred to as Designated authority) means the State authority
responsible for security standards in each State and for the implementation of
this Agreement.

1.6 “Competent Security authority” means the Government authority
responsible for implementation of specific provisions of this Agreement.

1.7 “Qriginating_Party” means the Government of the State, which has
initially classified and transmitted classified information as represented by the
Designated authority.

1.8 “Recipient Party” means the Government of the State, to which the
~ classified information is transmitted as represented by the Designated authority.

1.9 “Third Party” means the Government of any State which is not
determined as Party by this Agreement and citizens or legal persons of these
States as well as persons of dual citizenship or international organizations.

ARTICLE 2

COMPARISON OF SECURITY CLASSIFICATIONS
OF INFORMATION

The Parties shall, with regard to their national legislation, adopt the
following equivalency for the national security classifications:

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ARTICLE 3
PROTECTION OF CLASSIFIED INFORMATION

3.1 Access to classified information shall be limited to those persons who
have a “need-to-know”, and who have been security cleared by the Designated
authority/Competent Security authority in their own State, in accordance with
their national legislation, to the appropriate classification level of the information
to be accessed. :

3.2 The Originating Party shall ensure that the Recipient Party is informed
of:

3.2.1 The classification of the information and of any conditions of release
or limitations on its use, and that the documents are so marked.

3.2.2 Any subsequent change in classification.

3.3 The Recipient Party shall:

3.3.1 In accordance with its national legislation, afford the same level of
security protection to classified information as is afforded by the Originating
Party (subject to Article 2).

3.3.2 Ensure that classified information is marked with its own
classification in accordance with Article 2.

3.3.3 Ensure that classifications are not amended, except as authorized in
writing by the Originating FParty.

3.4 In order to achieve and maintain comparable standards of security,
each Designated authority shall, on request, provide to the other information
about its security standards, procedures and practices for safeguarding of
classified information, and shall for this purpose facilitate the Competent
Security authorities.

3.5 Designated authotity for the Hellenic Republic is the General
Secretariat / General Directorate for Defense Industry and Research and
Designated authority for Ukraine is the Security Service of Ukraine.

3.6 Competent Security authority for the Hellenic Republic is the Hellenic
National Defense General Staff / Military Intelligence Joint Directorate (MIID) /
Security and Counterintelligence Division and Competent Security authority for
Ukraine is the Security Service of Ukraine. -

ARTICLE 4
RESTRICTIONS ON USE AND DISCLOSURE

4.1 Unless express written consent is given to the contrary, Recipient
Party shall not disclose or use, or permit the disclosure or use of any classified
information except for purposes and within any limitations stated by or on behalf
of the Originating Party.

4.2 The Recipient Party shall not pass to Third Party any classified
information, supplied under the provisions of this Agreement, nor shall it
publicly disclose any classified information without prior written permission of
the Originating Party.

4.3 Classified information shall be transmitted between the two States in
accordance with the national legislation of the Originating Party. The normal
route shall be through official “Government to Government” channels. Other
arrangements may be established in an emergency situation, after a mutual
acceptance.

ARTICLE 5
~ VISITS

5.1 Security experts of the Designated/Competent Security authorities
shall make periodical visits to each other to discuss the procedures and to ensure
the implementation of this Agreement.

5.2 Prior approval of the Designated/Competent Security authority of the
host country shall be required in respect of visitors, including those on detached
duty from the other country, where access to classified information or to defense
establishments or organizations premises engaged in classified works is
necessary. Requests for such visits shall be submitted through the respective
Embassies. |

5.3 Requests shall inciude the following data:

5.3.1 Name of the visitor, date and place of birth, citizenship, passport
number/identity card number.

5.3.2 Official status of the visitor together with the name of the
establishment, company or organization which he represents or to which he
belongs. ‘

5.3.3 Certificate evidencing to information of which classification level
the visitor has access.

5.3.4 Name and address of the establishment, company or organization to
be visited.

5.3.5 Name and status of the person(s) to be visited, if known.
5.3.6 Purpose of the visit.

5.3.7 Date of the visit. In cases of recurring visits the total period covered
by the visits shall be statad. Recurring visit applications are valid for a period of
up to 12 months only.

5.4 All visitors shall comply with the security regulations of the host State.

5.5 Visit requests should be submitted to the host Party in accordance with
its normal procedures. Short notice visits can be arranged in urgent cases by
special mutually determined arrangements. The lead time for the implementation
of the visits is twenty (20) working days.

5.6 In cases involving a specific project or a particular contract it may,
subject to the approval of both Parties, be possible to establish Recurring
Visitors lists. These lists shall be valid for an initial period not exceeding 12
months and may be extended for further periods of time (not to exceed 12
months) subject to the prior approval of the Designated/Competent Security
authority.

They should be submnitted in accordance with the normal procedures of the

host Party.
Once a list has been approved, visit arrangements may be made directly

between the organizations involved in respect of listed individuals.

5.7 Any classified information which has been provided to visiting
personnel, or which has come to the notice of visiting personnel, shall be treated
by them as if such information had been furnished pur%uant to the provisions of
this Agreement.

ARTICLE 6
BREACHES OF SECURITY

6.1 In the event of a security infringement involving loss of classified
material or suspicion that classified information has been disclosed to
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unauthorized persons, the Designated authority of the Recipient Party shall
immediately inform the Designated authority of the Originating Party.

6.2 An immediate investigation shall be carried out by the Recipient Party
(with assistance from the Or1gmat1ng Party if required) in accordance with the
national legislation in force in its State for the protection of classified
information. The Recipient Party shall inform the Originating Party about the
circumstances, measures adopted and outcome of the investigation as soon as

possible.

6.3 The Parties shall bind the organizations of their own States which shall
carry out cooperation connected with the exchange of classified information to
determine in the contracts obligations and means for the mutual protection of
classified information, procedure of determining and order of indemnification for
losses due to disclosure of classified information or loss of its material carries.

ARTICLE 7
COSTS

Each Party shall waive clalms to other Party for costs incurred under the
implementation of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 8
AMENDMENT AND TERMINATION

8.1 This Agreement may be amended by mutual written consent. Such
amendments shall be made through relevant Protocols. These Protocols shall
enter into force in accordance with the provisions of Article 9 of this Agreement
and shall thereafter be considered as an integral part of this Agreement.

8.2 The Parties keep the right to establish by mutual consent, the
cooperation in other non-defense field, through signing separate Protocol or
Agreement which shall be based on the principles of this Agreement.

8.3 This Agreement shall remain in force for an indefinite period of time.
This Agreement shall remain in operation until terminated by either Party giving
the other six months writien notice of termination. Both Parties shall remain
responsible after termination for the safeguarding of all classified information
exchanged under the provisions of this Agreement.
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8.4 Similarly, any classified information which is exchanged under the
cover of this Agreement shall also be safeguarded, even though its transfer may
occur after notification of termination.

8.5 In the event of termination of this Agreement, solutions to any
outstanding problems shall be sought by consultation between the two Parties.

8.6 Any disputes regarding the interpretation or application of this
Agreement shall be resolved by consultation between the Parties and shall not be
referred to any national or international tribunal or Third Party for settlement.

ARTICLE 9
FINAL CLAUSES

The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the last
notification by which the Parties inform each other, in writing, through
diplomatic channels, of the completion of their relevant necessary internal
procedures for its-entry into force.
