AGREEMENT FOR REIMBURSABLE ADVISORY SERVICES
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AGREEMENT dated as of the Signature Date between HELLENIC REPUBLIC, through the
MINISTRY OF RURAL DEVELOPMENT AND FOOD (“MRDF”) (the “Recipient”) and the
INTERNATIONAL BANK FOR RECONSTRUCTION AND DEVELOPMENT (the “Bank”) (jointly
referred to as “the Parties” and each of them a “Party™).

WHEREAS, the Recipient has requested the Bank to provide to the Recipient reimbursable
advisory services (the “Reimbursable Advisory Services” or “RAS”) described in the Schedule to this
Agreement to provide analytical and advisory support to the MRDF in line with requirements of

National Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) Strategic Plan formulation for the programming period
2021-2027.

NOW, therefore, the Parties agree as follows:
l. Reimbursable Advisory Services. The Bank shall provide to the Recipient the Reimbursable
Advisory Services described in the Schedule to this Agreement, on the terms and conditions set out in
this Agreement, including the Annex hereto, which constitutes an integral part hereof.
2 Recipient Contacts. In carrying out the Reimbursable Advisory Services, the Bank shall work
closely with the designated officials of the Recipient. The Recipient shall provide the Bank with the
names and contact information for said designated officials.

3 Recipient Contribution

(a) The Recipient shall pay the Bank a fixed contribution of nine hundred fifty thousand Euro (EUR
950,000), in accordance with the following schedule of payment:

(iv) EUR 95,000 Upon acceptance by the Recipient of Deliverables 3¢ and 3d
set forth in the table in Section B of the Schedule to this
Agreement

(v) EUR 190,000 Upoen acceptance by the Recipient of Deliverables 4b and 4c
set forth in the table in Section B of the Schedule to this
Agreement

(vi) EUR 95,000 Upon acceptance by the Recipient of Deliverable 5 set forth in

the table in Section B of the Schedule to this Agreement

(b) All contributions to the Bank hereunder shall be made in full when due, upon submission of a
contribution request by the Bank. Payment shall be made in Euro, in immediately available funds,
without any deductions whatsoever for taxes, duties, charges or other withholdings, and
notwithstanding any pending dispute between the Parties, to such account as the Bank may from time
to time designate in writing.

(c) All deliverables shall be subject to an approval process by the Recipient after the Bank submits
the English version and Greek translation. The Greek translation of the final deliverable shall be
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submitted within a maximum of fourteen (14) calendar days following the English version as described
in the Timetable under Section A.2 of the Schedule to this Agreement. The Recipient will have fourteen
(14) calendar days after the submission of the Greek translation to review each deliverable, after which
time the deliverable shall be considered accepted by the Recipient, unless the Recipient provides
comments to the Bank within this period. If comments are communicated by the Recipient, the Bank
will have fourteen (14) calendar days to submit a modified deliverable in English and its Greek
translation and/or provide comments and clarifications. The Recipient will then have seven (7)
additional calendar days to review the revised deliverable and accept it.

4. Effectiveness. This RAS Agreement shall become effective as of the Signature Date.

5 Expiration. This Agreement shall expire twenty-four (24) months after the signature of this
Agreement, unless it shall earlier be renewed with the written mutual agreement of the Parties.

Description of the Reimbursable Advisory Services

A. Reimbursable Advisory Services. The RAS shall include the following activities and
deliverables:
1. Activities

Component 1: Benchmarking of Greek Agriculture

The Bank will carry out a series of assessments, regarding several key aspects of the agricultural
sector in Greece to support the MRDF establish a technical sector baseline, taking into
consideration EU and national regulatory framework. The Bank will use the outcomes of these
assessments to support the subsequent activities as described in this Agreement with relevant
quantitative and qualitative inputs.

Activity 1.1  Agricultural policy and competitiveness

The Bank will carry out an assessment of the agricultural policy and sector competitiveness in Greece
to better understand the overall performance of the agricultural sector.

In particular, the Bank will carry out an assessment of the:

(a) efficiency, effectiveness and equity of public spending in agriculture;
(b) subsidy intensity of income across different farm typologies;

(c) linkages within the agri-food supply chain; and

(d) use of financial instruments.

Activity 1.2 Knowledge and advisory systems

The Bank will carry out an assessment of the structure and functionality of agricultural knowledge and
advisory systems as they support agricultural productivity and competitiveness.

In particular, the Bank will assess:

(a) the use and effectiveness of the agricultural knowledge and innovation system (AKIS);
(b) sanitary and phytosanitary (SPS) approaches to agri-food production and distribution; and
(c) linkages between agriculture and broader territorial planning approaches.

Activity 1.3  Agro-ecological zonification

The Bank will consclidate available relevant soil, climate, hydrology, production potential, and other
selected socio-economic data for agro-ecological mapping to support Greece’s agricultural policy
decision-making.

In particular, the Bank will:

(a) provide support to MRDF in its development of a database that integrates available climate,
land, soil, and other selected socio-economic data with the aim of supporting assessments of
weather variability for agriculture in Greece, and help guide the development of climate-
responsive agricultural and rural development strategies and plans, as well as identify relevant
and location-appropriate climate-change adaptation and mitigation options and measures;
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(b) carry out a modeling exercise of the local land suitability, risk zoning and hot spot identification
(e.g., for biophysical threats), crop potential, yield gaps, to support the formulation of a national
agro-ecological zonification map; and

(c) carry out capacity building activities for relevant MRDF staff and other selected sector
stakeholders, as applicable, on the use of the database developed under activity (a) described
above.

Activity 1.4  Risk mapping and analytics

The Bank will assess the sources of income volatility in the agricultural sector, including climatic
events, market fluctuations, production risks.

In particular, the Bank will:

(a) identify available data on production risks by key crop at the optimal unit of analysis;
(b) correlate production variability with different sources of risk; and

(c) assess agricultural financial options.

Component 2: Ex-ante Evaluation of the draft CAP SP

The Bank will carry out an ex-ante evaluation of the draft CAP Strategic Plan taking into consideration
EU and national regulatory framework. The scope and structure of the ex-ante evaluation will contain
an evaluation of the relevance, coherence, effectiveness, efficiency, impact and sustainability of the
draft CAP SP, as per Article 125 of the SPR Proposal (as defined in section 20 (j) of the Annex).

Activity 2.1  Appraisal of the SWOT analysis and needs assessment

The Bank will assess the contribution of the draft CAP SP to the EU CAP Specific Objectives, with due
consideration of national and regional needs and the potential for development, as well as lessons drawn
from the implementation of the CAP in previous programming periods.

In particular, the Bank will:

(a) evaluate whether the strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and threats (SWOT) analysis of the

draft CAP SP:
(1) is comprehensive, complete and coherent;
(i1) is aligned with regional and sectoral needs;

(iii)  examines issues which are specific to each of the CAP Specific Objectives;

(iv) has integrated - and to what extent - the cross-cutting CAP Specific Objective on
knowledge and innovation;

(v) has taken into account - and to what extent - selected issues such as risk management,
access to land and to credit, national action plans for environment/climate change; and

(vi)  isconsistent - and to what extent - with the Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA)
to be conducted by the Bank under Component 3, described below;
(b) assess the needs assessment of the draft CAP SP, and in particular:
(1) to what extent it is based on the SWOT analysis;
(ii) to what extent it is deemed transparent and complete;

(iii) to what extent are the needs prioritized, and whether their prioritization in the draft
CAP SP is based on evidence; and

(c) analyze to what extent both the SWOT analysis and the needs assessment:
(i) are based on evidence; and
(ii) were prepared in consultation with relevant stakeholders.
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Activity 2.2  Relevance, coherence and effectiveness of the CAP SP

Stage 1

In the initial stage of this activity, the Bank will examine the relevance and the internal and external
coherence of the draft CAP SP by assessing: (a) whether the proposed interventions are consistent and
work in synergy (internal coherence); and (b) the relationship of the proposed interventions with other
relevant policy instruments (external coherence).

Stage 2

In this second stage, the Bank will assess the effectiveness of the intervention strategy proposed in the
draft CAP SP. In particular, the Bank will examine whether the overall design of the proposed
interventions and the proposed distribution of budgetary resources are likely to generate the expected
deliverables, results and impacts, and contribute to the achievement of the CAP Specific Objectives.
More specifically, the Bank will undertake an assessment to appraise:

(a) the consistency of the allocation of budgetary resources with the specific objectives of the draft
CAP SP;

(b) how the expected deliverables could contribute to results.

In consultation with the MRDF, the Bank may also propose potential alternative interventions and/or
revisions of the intervention strategy contained in the draft CAP SP.

Activity 2.3  Efficiency, impact and sustainability of the CAP SP

Stage 1

The Bank will assess the efficiency of the intervention strategy proposed in the draft CAP SP by
appraising. whether its quantified target values for results are realistic, with due consideration to the
support envisaged from the European Agricultural Guarantee Fund (EAGF) and European Agricultural
Fund for Rural Development (EAFRD), the suitability of the milestones selected for the draft CAP SP
performance framework and the rationale for the use of financial instruments financed by the EAFRD.

Stage 2

The Bank will appraise the expected impact and sustainability of the intervention strategy proposed in
the draft CAP SP. More specifically, the Bank will assess to what extent the allocation of funds in the
draft CAP SP is directed towards:

(a) the needs identified by the SWOT analysis;

(b) the key CAP Specific Objectives;

(©) the interventions which are likely to have the greatest impact; and
(d) the interventions that fulfill the minimum expenditure requirements.

Activity 2.4  Appraisal of monitoring arrangements, data collection and implementation
systems

The Bank will assess the:

(a) available skill sets and fields of expertise among MRDF staff, as well as the administrative
capacity of MRDF for managing the draft CAP SP;

(b) suitability of MRDF’s procedures for monitoring the implementation of the draft CAP SP and
for collecting the data necessary to carry out evaluations; and
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(c) coherence and effectiveness of the proposed reform measures in the draft CAP SP that are
aimed at reducing the administrative burden on its beneficiaries.

Activity 2.5  Stakeholder consultations and training

The Bank will support the MRDF organize stakeholder consultations in selected locations across
Greece, aimed at ascertaining the regional differences in opinion. Relevant stakeholders will include:
(i) competent regional, local, and other relevant public authorities; (ii) selected economic partners, e.g.,
sectoral representatives/organizations; and (iii) selected social partners, e.g., selected bodies
representing civil society, and where relevant, selected bodies responsible for among others promoting
social inclusion and gender equality.

In particular, the Bank will:
(a) with support from MRDEF:
(1) identify relevant (groups of) stakeholders;
(ii) assess their potential involvement by mapping their interests/concerns; and

(iiij)  define a proposed stakeholder engagement strategy (ie., the proposed approach,
methods and frequency of engagement);

(b) prepare the technical content, presentations and a summary report for the abovementioned
stakeholder consultations to be conducted by the MRDF; and

(c) carry out a two-day training workshop for relevant MRDF officials and selected staff
responsible for policy design and evaluation, with the aim of building the capacity of MRDF
staff on the: (i) proposed analytical methods to be applied for conducting efficiency,
effectiveness and equity analyses; (ii) interpretation and validation of findings; (iii)
transformation of findings into policy initiatives; and (iv) design of terms of reference for
relevant future studies.

Component 3: Strategic Environmental Assessment of the draft CAP SP

The Bank will carry out a SEA of the draft CAP Strategic Plan taking into consideration EU and
national regulatory framework. The scope and structure of the SEA will contain an appraisal of the
SWOT analysis (as described under Component 2.1 above), the needs assessment and the intervention
strategy, targets and milestones of the draft CAP SP, as per Article 125 of the SPR Proposal (as defined
in Section 20 (j) of the Annex) and the requirements set out in Directive 2001/42/EC (as defined in
Section 20 (d) of the Annex), while taking into consideration climate change mitigation needs.

Activity 3.1  SEA scoping report

The Bank will carry out scoping activities and prepare a SEA scoping report that defines the issues that
need to be addressed and further developed in the SEA report. The draft SEA scoping report will

include:

(a) an overview of the draft CAP SP and its institutional and legislative framework;

(b) a description of the key stakeholders relevant for the SEA process;

(c) a description of the key environmental aspects that need to be given special consideration, with
an emphasis on aspects related to relevant EU legislation on the environment and climate
change;

(d) a description of the scope of the environmental baseline to be prepared in the SEA report in line
with relevant Greek legislation; and

(e) recommendations on specific impact identification and evaluation methodologies to be used in
the SEA report.

Activity 3.2  SEA of the draft CAP Strategic Plan
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The Bank will carry out a SEA of the draft CAP SP, which is a process for systematically evaluating
the environmental consequences of the draft CAP SP with the aim of ensuring that environmental
aspects are fully integrated and addressed at the earliest appropriate stage of decision making with a
view to promoting sustainable development. The SEA will be prepared in line with the requirements of
relevant EU directives and national legislation.

Stage 1

The Bank will appraise, from an environmental and climate perspective, the SWOT analysis, the needs
assessment and the intervention strategy of the draft CAP SP.

Stage 2

The Bank will appraise, from an environmental and climate perspective, the interventions, the indicator
plan and the financial plan of the draft CAP SP.

Activity 3.3  Stakeholder consultations and training

The Bank, will support the MRDF:

(a) organize relevant stakeholder consultations as regards the SEA process and the environmental
aspects of the draft CAP SP. These consultations will be organized concurrently with the
consultations on the ex-ante evaluation, described in Activity 2.5 above. The results of both
consultation processes will be jointly summarized in a summary of results from the
consultations; and

(b) organize a workshop for building capacity among selected stakeholders from public and private
sectors, academia, local communities, and producer organizations for developing performance-
oriented environmental management systems (EMS) under the CAP SP for Greece (National
CAP SP). The workshop, guided by findings under the RAS activities described in Components
1, 2 and 3 above, will focus on the proposed enhanced role of performance-oriented EMS in
supporting agri-food producers to: (i} continually improve environmental performance at both
the farm and landscape-level; (ii) comply with relevant legal requirements, including selected
conditionalities under EU legislative proposals related to the new CAP; and (iii) enhance access
to sustainable agri-food value chains and finance.

Component 4: Proposed Risk Management Framework for Agriculture

The Bank will provide evidence-based guidance and analytics related to managing income risk in the
agricultural sector, originating from weather variability and price fluctuations, taking into consideration
EU and national regulatory framework.

Activity 4.1  Agricultural insurance and actuarial analysis

The Bank will analyze the role of the public and private sector in the provision of agricultural insurance
{covering crops and livestock), with a focus on the viability of the public scheme Greek Agricultural
Insurance Organization (ELGA). Selected previous experiences in the provision of agricultural
insurance will be analyzed from the standpoint of financial performance, financial and economic costs,
equity (distribution of benefits), and incentives for adaptation to climate risks. An analysis of the
institutional and legal risks of selected existing agricultural insurance policies will also be carried out.
The Bank will provide recommendations to MRDF as regards the policies and institutional
arrangements related to agricultural insurance, taking into consideration international best practices
from a select number of middle- and high-income countries from Europe, North America and Latin
America. In addition, as part of the overall assessment of agricultural risk management in Greece to be
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formulated under Activity 4.2 below, the Bank will carry out a feasibility analysis for creating a mutual
fund aimed at mitigating agricultural risks for farmers.

Activity 4.2  Proposed Strategic framework for risk management in agriculture

The Bank will consolidate the findings of all the analyses conducted under the Activities 1.3, 1.4 and
4.1 described above into a proposed strategic framework for risk management in agriculture, which will
identify specific proposed tools and actions which would be aligned to the identified country needs,
with due consideration of regional and product differences. The proposed strategic framework will also
take into consideration the CAP Guidelines for developing risk management tools under the rural
development program to help farmers manage production- and income-related risks. In addition to the
general framework, proposals for specific risk management interventions will be included.

The Bank, with support from MRDF, will seek inputs from relevant key stakeholders with regards to
the proposed strategic framework for risk management in agriculture, which the Bank will take into

account before finalizing its recommendations.

Component 5: Proposed Climate Smart Agriculture Investment Plan

The Bank will consolidate all the analyses carried out under Components 1-4 described above, taking
into account selected EU agricultural investment planning regulations, into recommendations for
potential climate-smart investments in Greece (a proposed Climate Smart Agriculture Investment Plan).
Furthermore, the Bank will provide recommendations to the MRDF on mainstreaming climate-smart
agriculture and risk planning activities into policy, as well as recommendations on the future
implementation of these activities through the interventions envisaged under the CAP Strategic Plan.

The Bank, with support from MRDF, will seek inputs from relevant key stakeholders with regards to
the proposed Climate Smart Agriculture Investment Plan, which the Bank will take into account before
finalizing its recommendations.

It is expressly agreed and understood that the Bank shall not be responsible for the implementation of
any advice provided under this RAS agreement. The Recipient shall be solely responsible for the
implementation of any recommendations or deliverables produced by the Bank.

The Recipient shall carry out the following activities and provide the following facilities in support of
the Reimbursable Advisory Services:

(a) The Recipient shall provide facilities for conducting workshops and stakeholder consultations
as described in this Agreement. For all workshops, consultations and training activities to be
conducted pursuant to this Agreement, the Recipient may provide reasonable expenditures
necessary for successful completion of each said task.

(b) The Recipient may provide office space for the Bank Personnel to ensure maximum interaction
with the counterpart and effectiveness of its capacity building activities.

(c) In carrying out the Reimbursable Advisory Services, the Recipient shall facilitate contact
between the Bank and the staff of the Recipient and other relevant public institutions.
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(d) Provide to the Bank, in a timely manner any necessary reports, data or access to databases in
their possession related to the sectors covered by the RAS, and other information necessary to
enable the Bank to carry out the RAS activities.
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ANNEX
STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1- Performance Standard; Non-Exclusivity. The Bank shall carry out the Reimbursable Advisory
Services with the same care and diligence as it uses in its other analytical and advisory activities. The
engagement of the Bank as adviser to the Recipient hereunder is non-exclusive and shall not restrict the
Recipient from engaging other advisers on the same or related issues.

2 Bank Personnel. The Bank shall, in its sole discretion, determine the Bank Personnel assigned
to perform the Reimbursable Advisory Services. The Recipient may, if it has reasonable cause for
dissatisfaction with the performance of any of the Bank Personnel, request the Bank to replace such
person(s). For avoidance of doubt, it is agreed and understood that this Agreement does not create any
employment or other contractual relationship between the Recipient and Bank Personnel.

3 Recipient Cooperation and Contributions. (a) The Recipient shall at all times: (i) provide
the Bank in a timely manner with any and all information that may affect the performance of the
Reimbursable Advisory Services; (ii) inform the Bank of any developments relating to the
Reimbursable Advisory Services; (iii) permit Bank Personnel to have access to site(s) and facilities,
personnel and any documentation relevant to perform the RAS; and (iv) do all things necessary to enable
Bank Personnel to carry out the Reimbursable Advisory Services, including adopting decisions,
carrying out activities and providing facilities and other arrangements necessary to facilitate and support
the provision of the RAS, as set out in the Schedule to this Agreement.

(b) It is expressly agreed and understood that the Bank shall bear no responsibility for any delay in
performance or nonperformance occasioned by the Recipient’s failure to comply with its obligations
under paragraph (a) of this Section 3 and under the Schedule to this Agreement, as applicable.

4, Timing. The Bank undertakes to mobilize all reasonable means available to it to carry out the
Reimbursable Advisory Services in a timely manner. The timetable set out in the Schedule to this
Agreement has been prepared in good faith based on information available to the Bank at the time of
its preparation, and is given on an indicative basis assuming that the Recipient and its personnel shall
carry out their respective obligations as set forth in Section 3 (a) of this Annex and in the Schedule to
this Agreement, as applicable, in a satisfactory and timely manner.

5 Bank Operational Policies. The Bank shall provide its advice in a manner consistent with its
policies, including with respect to environmental and social aspects of RAS.

6. Confidentiality. The Parties agree that this Agreement and the deliverables set out in the
Schedule to this Agreement shall only be made available to the public after the Recipient has given its
written consent to such disclosure. With respect to underlying information provided by the Recipient in
support of the Reimbursable Advisory Services, the Recipient reserves the right to designate said
information as confidential. The Bank may publicly disclose such information only after the Recipient
has given its prior written consent. Recipient. With respect to underlying information (other than the
final deliverables) provided by the Bank in support of the Reimbursable Advisory Services, the Bank
reserves the right to designate said information as confidential. The Recipient may publicly disclose
such information only after the Bank has given its prior written consent.

7. Intellectual Property. The intellectual property rights of each Party in any of its pre-existing
data or documents used by the Bank in connection with the Reimbursable Advisory Services shall
remain with that Party. The intellectual property rights in new materials prepared by the Bank in
connection with the Reimbursable Advisory Services shall belong to the Recipient; provided, however,
that the Bank shall have the global, non-exclusive, perpetual (for the duration of the copyright), fully
sub-licensable and royalty-free right to use, copy, display, distribute, publish and create derivative
works of all or part of these materials and incorporate the information therein in its research, papers,
publications, web sites, and other media without the consent of the Recipient, subject to the limitations
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on disclosure of confidential information and any third party rights, as indicated in Section
Confidentiality of this Annex.

8. Representation of the Bank’s Views and Use of the Bank’s Name, Marks and Logo. (a) The
Parties agree that neither Party shall represent, or permit the representation of, the other Party’s views
without the prior written consent of such Party.

{b) The Recipient further agrees that it shall not use, or permit the use of the Bank’s name, marks
or logos in any advertisements, promotional literature or information without the prior written consent
of the Bank, and that if such consent is provided that it shall use the name, marks and logos strictly in
accordance with the permission provided and with the insertion of the Bank’s usual disclaimers.

(<) Both Parties shall include the appropriate attribution and disclaimers in new materials prepared
in connection with the Reimbursable Advisory Services.

9. Disclaimers and Liabilities. (a) While the Bank shall exercise the same care and diligence in
the performance of the RAS as it does in its other analytical and advisory activities, the Bank makes no
express or implied representation or warranty as to the extent of success that may be achieved in the
implementation of any advice provided as part of the RAS.

(b) Without limitation to the immunities and privileges of the Bank under its Articles of Agreement
and other applicable rules of law, the Bank shall not be liable to the Recipient or other third party for
any loss, cost, damage or liability that the Recipient shall incur as a result of the Reimbursable Advisory
Services, except for those resulting from the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the Bank or
Bank Personnel. Notwithstanding anything herein, the Bank’s liability, if any, to the Recipient
hereunder shall not extend to any indirect, punitive or consequential damage, loss of profit or loss of
opportunity, nor shall it exceed the amount of the recipient contribution received by the Bank for its
account under this Agreement.

{c) The Recipient shall: (i) indemnify the Bank and Bank Personnel for any losses, costs, damages
or liability to which the Bank or Bank Personnel may be subject, including without limitation as a result
of any claim, suit or action brought against any of them by any third party (whether or not affiliated
with the Recipient) on whatever grounds, in connection with the performance of the Reimbursable
Advisory Services by the Bank hereunder or the reliance by any person on anything done or not done
by the Bank, and (ii) reimburse the Bank for any expenses, including any legal expenses, reasonably
incurred by the Bank in connection therewith, except those resulting from the gross negligence or willful
misconduct of the Bank or Bank Personnel.

10. Enforceability. The rights and obligations of the Bank and the Recipient under this Agreement
shall be valid and enforceable in accordance with their terms notwithstanding the law of any state or
political subdivision thereof to the contrary.

11. Settlement of Disputes. (a) The Parties hereto shall endeavor in good faith to resolve any
differences or disputes under, or in connection with, this Agreement by amicable settlement. Any
dispute arising out of or in connection with this Agreement which is not settled by agreement of the
Parties shall be finally settled by arbitration in accordance with the UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules in
force on the Signature Date. In the event of a conflict between the UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules and
the terms of this Agreement, the terms of this Agreement shall govern.

(b) Neither the Recipient nor the Bank shall be entitled in any proceeding under paragraph (a) of
this Section to assert any claim that any provision of these Standard Conditions or of the RAS
Agreement is invalid or unenforceable because of any provision of the Bank’s Articles of Agreement.

12, Privileges and Immunities; Tax Immunity. The Recipient recognizes and shall take all
reasonable steps to give effect to the status, immunities and privileges of the Bank and its Personnel set
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forth in the Bank’s Articles of Agreement and other applicable rules of law. The Parties acknowledge
and agree that no provision of this Agreement, nor the submission to arbitration by the Bank, in any
way constitutes or implies a waiver, renunciation, termination, or modification by the Bank of any
privilege, immunity or exemption of the Bank granted in the Bank’s Articles of Agreement and other
applicable rules of law. This includes, inter alia, the immunity of the Bank, its assets, income and its
operations and transactions, from all taxation and customs duties.

13, Amendments. Any amendment or waiver of, or any consent given under, any provision of this
Agreement shall be in writing and, in the case of an amendment, signed by the Parties.

14. Saving of Rights. No course of dealing and no failure or delay by any Party in exercising any
power, remedy, discretion, authority or other right under this Agreement shall impair, or be construed
to be a waiver of or an acquiescence in, that or any other power, remedy, discretion, authority or right
under this Agreement, or in any manner preclude its additional or future exercise.

15. Successors and Assignees; No Assignment without Consent, This Agreement binds and
benefits the respective successors and assignees of the Parties, provided that none of them may assign
this Agreement in whole or in part without the prior written consent of the other.

16. Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties and
supersedes any prior agreements between the Parties with respect to the subject matter hereof.

17 Termination. (a) Either the Recipient or the Bank may terminate this Agreement prior to its
expiration upon ninety (90) calendar days written notice to the other. Upon receipt of such notice, the
Parties shall take all appropriate steps to terminate in an orderly manner the activities then ongoing
under the Reimbursable Advisory Services and to settle promptly all outstanding matters.

(b) Notwithstanding termination or expiration of this Agreement, the provisions of this Agreement
relating to: (i) the obligations under the Sections Confidentiality, Intellectual Property and Privileges
and Immunities of this Annex; and (ii) the obligation of the Recipient to pay to the Bank remuneration
for the Reimbursable Advisory Services performed prior to the date of termination or expiration of the
Agreement, as well as reimburse any reasonable costs related to the termination of the Agreement by
the Recipient, shall continue in full force and effect.

18. Execution of this Agreement; Notices and Requests. (a) This Agreement may be executed
in several counterparts, each of which is an original, but all of which constitute the same agreement. If
executed by Electronic Means, this Agreement is an original.

(b) Any notice or request required or permitted to be given pursuant to this Agreement shall be in
writing. Such notice or request shall be deemed to have been duly given or made when delivered by
hand, by mail, or Electronic Means, to the Party to which it is to be given or made at such Party’s
address or Electronic Address, set out in Section 6 of this Agreement, or at such other address or
Electronic Address as such Party shall have designated by notice to the Party giving such notice or
making such request. Notices delivered by Electronic Means shall be deemed dispatched by the sender
from its Electronic Address when it leaves the Electronic Communications System of the sender and
shall be deemed received by the other Party at its Electronic Address when such notice or request
becomes capable of being retrieved in machine readable format by the Electronic Communications
System of the receiving Party.

(c) Electronic Documents shall have the same legal force and effect as other documents, including
any notice or request under this Agreement, not executed or transmitted by Electronic Means.

19 Records. The Bank shall keep appropriate records of the Reimbursable Advisory Services in
accordance with its normal record-keeping practices and shall furnish to the Recipient such information
regarding the Reimbursable Advisory Services as the Recipient shall reasonably request. As such, the
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Bank shall maintain appropriate records for a period of five (5) years after the end of the Bank’s fiscal
year to which the record pertains.

20. Definitions
(a) “Bank Personnel” means any Bank staff including staff holding consultant appointments.

(b) “CAP guidelines” means any relevant CAP-related documents issued by the European Union
for guidance to Member States on how to formulate their CAP Strategic Plan and related activities,
including Regulation No 1305/2013, Regulation No 1306/2013, Regulation No 1303/2013,
Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No 808/2014, Commission Proposal COM(2018) 392 and
the European Commission’s Tool 1.2 ‘Indicative Outline of Terms of Reference for the Ex-Ante
Evaluation of the Cap Strategic Plan’.

(c) “CAP Specific Objectives” means the European Commission’s nine (9) key objectives upon
which the basis for future CAP strategic plans will be built towards more results-oriented policy
formulation.

(d) “Directive 2001/42/EC” means Directive 2001/42/EC of the European Parliament and of the
Council of 27 June 2001 on the assessment of the effects of certain plans and programs on the

environment, available at: https://eur-lex.europa.cu/legal-
content/EN/ALL/?uri=CELEX%3A320011.0042.

(e) “Electronic Address” means the designation of an address that uniquely identifies a person
within a defined Electronic Communications System for purposes of authenticating the dispatch and
receipt of Electronic Documents.

H) “Electronic Communications System” means the collection of computers, servers, systems,
equipment, network elements and other hardware and software used for the purposes of generating,
sending, receiving or storing or otherwise processing Electronic Documents, acceptable to the Bank
and in accordance with any such additional instructions as the Bank may specify from time to time to
the Recipient.

(g) “Electronic Document” means information contained in this Agreement or a notice under this
Agreement that is transmitted by Electronic Means.

(h) “Electronic Means™ means the generation, sending, receiving, storing or otherwise processing
of an Electronic Document by electronic, magnetic, optical or similar means, including, but not limited
to, electronic data interchange, electronic mail, telegram, telex or telecopy, acceptable to the Bank.

(1) “Signature Date” means the later of the two dates on which the Recipient and the Bank signed
this Agreement.

() “SPR Proposal” means Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council
establishing rules on support for strategic plans to be drawn up by Member States under the Common
agricultural policy (CAP Strategic Plans) and financed by the European Agricultural Guarantee Fund
