Protocol of the Fifth (5™) Session of
the Greek-Saudi Joint Ministerial Committee
(Athens, 31/5/2022)

The Fifth (5™) session of the Joint Ministerial Committee between the Government of the
Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia (hereinafter referred to as
the JMC), set up under the Agreement on Economic and Technical Cooperation between the
Hellenic Republic and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, signed in Riyadh on the 17" of September
1986, was convened in Athens on the 31 of May 2022.
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The Hellenic Republic side was chaired by H.E. Mr. Konstantinos Fragkogiannis, Deputy
Minister for Foreign Affairs, responsible for Economic Diplomacy and Openness, and the Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia side was chaired by H.E. Mr. Khalid Al-Falih, Minister of Investment.

In his opening remarks, H.E. Mr. Fragkogiannis warmly greeted the Saudi delegation and
expressed gratitude to H.E. Mr. Al-Falih for his keen interest in taking the bilateral relationship
between the two friendly countries to a higher level. H.E. Mr. Fragkogiannis added that the
strategic relationship between the two countries had created an environment conducive to
strengthening bilateral economic relations, and acknowledged the vast potential for expanding
investment and trade collaboration. H.E. Mr. Fragkogiannis underlined the comparative
advantages Greece offers to investors and called upon Saudi companies and funds to examine the
possibility to expand their activities in Greece. H.E. added that the fields of tourism, energy,
innovation, transportation, logistics and sustainable agriculture are particularly appealing. He also
saluted Saudi efforts to diversify its economy and reiterated Greece’s readiness to participate and
contribute in a meaningful matter in this endeavor. H.E. Mr. Fragkogiannis further stated that since
the last IMC, held in Riyadh in February 2017, considerable progress had been made. The recent
visit of the Greek Prime Minister, H.E. Mr. Kyriakos Mitsotakis, to Riyadh in October 2021, the visit
of the Minister for Foreign Affairs of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, HH Prince Faisal Bin Farhan Al-
Saud, to Athens in January 2022, and the visit of H.E. Mr. Adonis Georgiadis, Minister of
Development and Investments, to Riyadh in March 2022, accompanied by a large business
delegation, as well as H.E. Mr. Al-Falih visits to Greece to hold this IMC accompanied by a large
government and private sector delegation created considerable momentum for the strengthening
of the relations between the two countries.

In his opening remarks, H.E. Mr. Al-Falih thanked H.E. Mr. Fragkogiannis for the hospitality,
and pointed to the deeply rooted friendship and the historic and strategic ties that unite the two
countries, which have supported a continuous string of bilateral visits. H.E. Mr. Al-Falih recognized
the high-level alignment between HRH the Crown Prince Mohammed Bin Salman Al Saud and
H.E. the Prime Minister Mr. Kyriakos Mitsotakis and the direction of HRH to elevate the relation to
its maximum potential. He further emphasized that the Kingdom, through Vision 2030, has become
one of the most competitive and attractive countries in the world. Additionally, H.E. Mr. Al-Falih
praised Greece’'s National Strategy for Sustainable and Fair Growth 2030 as a holistic way of
planning sustainable development objectives, combining three dimensions of growth: economic,
social, and environmental. In light of the high degree of complementarity between the two strategic
visions, H.E. Mr. Al-Falih stressed that now was the time to create an overarching implementation
road map between those visions to further economic growth in both countries. H.E. commended
the ongoing efforts by government bodies on both sides and at all levels to enable bilateral trade
and invested in all fields with a view to building a sustainable and integrated partnership. H.E. also
stated the strategic importance of encouraging the private sector in both countries to take full
advantage of the extraordinary investment opportunities and openness in both countries.

Finally, the two sides started discussions on bilateral cooperation in various sectors, including
trade and investment, energy and renewables, tourism, health, transport, agriculture, education,
innovation, culture, sport, information and communications technologies, religious affairs, labor and
social affairs, and security. During the meeting, the two sides agreed on the following:

1. Review and Perspectives of Bilateral Economic Cooperation
1.1. Both sides expressed their satisfaction with the vigorous relationship between the two
countries, where major milestones have been achieved in several areas, including:
e The Saudi-Greek Investment Forum, held in Riyadh in March 2022, which was attended by
43 and 110 Greek and Saudi companies respectively. The forum aimed at further boosting
bilateral economic ties, and advancing mutual interests across a range of investment and
trade related sectors.
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e The Air Services Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, signed in September 2019 and entered into
force on 17 May 2022.

e The Cooperation Agreement in the field of Maritime Transport between the Saudi Transport
General Authority and the Hellenic Ministry of Maritime Affairs and Insular Policy, signed in
December 2021.

e The Joint Action Program between the Ministries of Tourism in both countries for the period
2021-2023 to activate the MoU on Cooperation in the Field of Tourism, signed in June
2021.

e A Memorandum of Cooperation between Enterprise Greece and the National Companies
Promotion Program (currently the Ministry of Investment), signed in September 2021.

e A Memorandum of Understanding between the Hellenic Federation of Enterprises and the
Federation of Saudi Chambers to establish a Joint Business Council signed in September
2021.

e The first Philia Forum, held in Athens in February 2021, which laid the foundation for a
productive multilateral dialogue with an emphasis on economic cooperation.

e The Memorandum of Understanding between the Ministry of Digital Governance of the
Hellenic Republic and the Saudi Space Commission of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia for
cooperation in the field of satelltes and its applications, which aimed at promoting
institutional cooperation in the respective fields, signed in February 2020.

1.2. The two sides agreed to expedite finalizing a total of 10 Memoranda of Understanding
between the respective entities of the two governments. The two sides noted that these
MoUs will serve as tools to uplift bilateral governmental coordination on different fields
including priority sectors.

2. Bilateral Political and Diplomatic Cooperation

2.1. The two sides praised the excellent bilateral political cooperation that has been elevated to a
higher level. In addition, they underlined the importance of the political consultations, where
its fourth meeting was held in Athens in December 2021.

2.2. The two sides agreed to continue working towards signing a Memorandum of Understanding
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia regarding mutual exemption from short-term residence visas for holders of
diplomatic, special and service passports of the two countries.

3. Cooperation in the Fields of Security and Safety

3.1. The two sides highlighted the importance of finalizing the Agreement in the field of combating
crime.

3.2. The Saudi side expressed a desire for further potential cooperation between the two
countries in the area of combating narcotics and psychotropic substances, and aiming to
reach an agreement in this field.

3.3. The two sides expressed their willingness to cooperate on Nuclear security and safety
measures between the Greek Ministry of Environment and Energy, the Saudi Ministry of
Energy and the Saudi Nuclear and Radiological Regulatory Commission, which includes
radiation protection, environmental protection, nuclear safeguards, nuclear materials control
and nuclear regulatory guidance. Furthermore, both sides stressed on the importance of
developing human cadre in the regulatory aspects and building a culture of nuclear safety.

4. Trade and Economic Cooperation

4.1. The two sides agreed to continue to encourage growth in trade with an emphasis on critical
commodities affected by the current global supply chain disruption, and to resolve any
obstacles that might be encountered. They also stressed the importance of close cooperation
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on issues within the framework of international organizations such as WTO, UNCTAD, WBG,
IMF and others.

4.2. The two sides expressed desire to increase the level of cooperation between the General
Authority for Foreign Trade and the Saudi Exports Authority with the Greek Ministry of
Foreign Affairs to further align on foreign trade policies to support the economic development
of both countries. They also expressed desire to increase the level of cooperation with the
Hellenic Republic’s Ministry of Development and Investments and the Greek Chambers of
Commerce, with the Saudi Ministry of Investment and the Saudi Federation of Chambers of
Commerce to organize joint events to develop and enhance the trade exchange between the
two countries.

4.3. The two sides expressed an interest in sharing best practices about economic development
and economic policies implemented in each country, and emphasized the importance of
communication between entrepreneurs in the two countries.

4.4. The two sides further underlined the economic importance of Small and Medium Enterprises
(SMEs), taking into account their contribution to value creation, innovation, and the
generation of quality new jobs and to social cohesion. The two sides agreed to strengthen
their cooperation by supporting exchanging visits between entrepreneurs and related
governmental entities in both countries to maximize exchange of knowledge, know-how, and
best practices with regards to policies supporting SMEs, as well as the promotion of
networking among entrepreneurs.

4.5. Additionally, the Saudi side expressed a wish to discuss the following:

e Cooperation with the Bank of Greece to exchange information and credit reports on Greek
banks and companies.

e Introduction of Greek banks to the financing lines granted by the Saudi Export Program to
foreign commercial banks.

4.6. The Greek side indicated that there could be opportunities in the Greek banking sector for
international investors. The Saudi side asked for more information on this topic, and that the
Central Bank of Greece facilitates any potential investment into the Greek banking sectors.

5. Cooperation in the Field of Investment

5.1. The two sides are committed to contributing to a considerable increase of investment flows in
a legally secure and stable environment to the end, the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia continue to finalize the Agreement for
the Bilateral Investment Treaty (BIT).

5.2. The two sides noted the level of cooperation to develop and strengthen bilateral cooperation
in available investment opportunities pursuant to the aforementioned agreement signed in
September 2021 between Enterprise Greece and the Saudi Ministry of Investment.

5.3. The two sides recognized the cooperation opportunities offered by the Saudi Public
Investment Fund (PIF) in the following areas: participation in the development and
construction of projects through strategic partnerships (Joint Venture Partnerships),
participation in commercial concessions, construction, operation, and the transfer of Build-
Operate-Transfer (BOT) projects for infrastructure and public spaces.

5.4. The two sides praised the understanding between Saudi companies (Al Hokair Group
subsidiary (FAS Energy), and Desert Technologies) and the Greenbacker Renewable Energy
Company (GREC) fund, and invited other Saudi companies to participate in the fund.

5.5. The two sides praised the successful Saudi-Greek Investment Forum, which took place in
Riyadh in March 2022 and in Athens in May 2022 as venues for exploring additional business
opportunities, and stressed the importance of exchanging visits of business delegations
towards deepening the commercial ties between the two countries.

5.6. The two sides acknowledged the importance of capitalizing on maritime traffic through the
ports of Greece and Saudi Arabia given the unique geographical locations of both countries.
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The Saudi side recommended developing an Action Plan to activate the Cooperation
Agreement signed in December 2021 on Maritime Transport, in an effort to capitalize on
Greece’s position and its major ports as a main gateway to Europe, and the fact that
approximately 12 percent of global maritime trade passes along the west coast of Saudi
Arabia. The two sides noted the that the two countries have developed infrastructure and
world-class ports such as the port of Piraeus, the Jeddah Islamic port, and the King Abdullah
port, which are serving highly active shipping lines.

5.7. The Greek side intends to become an International Logistic Hub and invited the Saudi
shipping companies to use Greek ports in their logistic nodes. The Saudi side commended
the Greek ports privatization program, and noted the Ports privatization plans underway in
Saudi Arabia and invited the private sector to explore investment opportunities in both
countries, especially those related to complementarities between the two countries.

5.8. To leverage Greek expertise in construction and smart structures, the Saudi side invited
Greek companies to bid for and invest in the implementation of Saudi giga and mega projects
by forming joint ventures with Saudi construction leading companies and investors to take
advantage of the unprecedented construction and transport projects (worth over USD 1
trillion) planned in Saudi Arabia.

5.9. The Saudi side expressed interest to have Greek companies operating their regional
headquarters in Saudi Arabia.

5.10. The Saudi side encouraged the Greek side to facilitate increased participation of leading
Saudi companies that have already invested or are about to invest in the tourism sector in
Greece.

6. Cooperation in the Field of Energy

6.1. The two sides expressed their willingness to continue high level consultations, with the aim of
creating a solid basis of cooperation between both countries in the field of energy.

6.2. They also agreed to continue their cooperation in the oil sector through the supply of crude oil
from Saudi Aramco and the trade of refined products between the respective companies of
the two countries. It was also agreed to expand cooperation, through the provision, on behalf
of ‘Hellenic Petroleum’ through its subsidiary ‘ASPROFOS’, of high quality engineering
consulting for Saudi projects of energy infrastructure in the fields of oil and gas, as well as for
electricity generation. The two sides welcomed the signing of a new crude supply contract
between Hellenic Petroleum Group and Saudi Aramco in January 2022.

6.3. The two sides expressed their support for the promotion and enablement of cooperation in
the field of Petrochemicals, the clean energy transition in the energy sector, as well as the
decarbonization of related industries and for the facilitation of communication between all
relevant stakeholders (public and private).

6.4. The two sides recognized the need to expand their cooperation in the field of electricity inter-
connectivity. In this regard, both sides agreed to start discussions to find the best option for
electricity inter-connection between Saudi Arabia and Europe through the Hellenic Republic.

6.5. The two sides noted their commitment to mitigate climate change and promote a sustainable
energy future. The two sides declared their willingness to cooperate in the field of Climate
Change policies and measures. They acknowledged that the accelerating climate change is a
major threat and stressed the importance of efficient cooperation in order to build more
resilient economics and infrastructure.

6.6. The two sides agreed to encourage the exchange of technical know-how on measures and
technologies to decarbonize their gas markets through the promotion of Carbon Capture
Utilization and Storage (CCUS) and low carbon and clean gases, including green hydrogen.

6.7. The two sides stressed the possibility of enhanced cooperation with mutual benefits in the
energy sector arising from the Greek “National Plan for Climate and Energy” and the Saudi
Green Initiative, Middle East Green Initiative and the Circular Carbon Economy approach.
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More specifically, in the context of Greece's commitment to phase out lignite dependence,
the two sides agreed that there is a significant scope for Saudi investment in this area.

6.8. The two sides agreed to strengthen cooperation in the field of renewable energy, in addition
to knowledge transfer, exchange experiences and best practices in the field of innovation
related to renewables.

6.9. The two sides agreed to cooperate on clean technologies for hydrocarbon resources,
maximizing the utilization of localization and local content, and the development of related
projects in order to contribute to the sustainability of the demand for energy supplies globally.

6.10. The two sides, acknowledged the role of Greece as a gateway for energy imports to Europe,
and reaffirmed the importance of potential Saudi investments in infrastructure projects of the
Greek energy sector, and the utilization of sustainable materials to meet both goals.

6.11. The two sides agreed to expanding their cooperation in energy efficiency in order to establish
joint activities between the Centre for Renewable Energy Sources and Saving (CRES) and
the Saudi Energy Efficiency Center, which will raise investment appetite in this area, and
improve economies of scale. The two sides additionally agreed to associations and
universities cooperation in order to advance their common interest in the efficient and
sustainable use of energy, as well as supporting and developing SMEs in the energy
ecosystem.

7. Cooperation in the Field of Tourism

7.1. The two sides noted the importance of fostering bilateral cooperation in the field of tourism,
given the great potential of the sector for both countries. They expressed their satisfaction
with the progress achieved so far in their bilateral tourism cooperation, and in particular, the
success of the consecutive editions of the Greek Tourism Fora, held in Riyadh and Jeddah in
2017, 2018, and 2019.

7.2. The two sides expressed their appreciation for the visit of Greek Minister of Tourism to
Riyadh in May 2021, and the signing of the Joint Action Program between the Ministry of
Tourism of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Tourism of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia
for the Period 2021-2023 in the Field of Tourism to activate the pertained Memorandum of
Understanding.

7.3. The two sides agreed to further cooperate in the field of sustainable coastal and maritime
tourism and to capitalize on the Declaration of Intention signed during the International
Conference on Coastal and Maritime Tourism, held in Athens in June 2021. The Declaration
of Intention includes exchanging knowledge and best practices in the areas of investment,
human capital development, training, event organization, and marketing and promotion to
support sustainable coastal and maritime tourism in both countries.

7.4. The two sides expressed their satisfaction with the visit of the Greek Deputy Minister of
Tourism and the Secretary General for Tourism Policy and Development, to Riyadh in March
2022, on the occasion of the Greece-Saudi Arabia Investment Forum, which had provided an
opportunity to bring tourism and hotel management businesses’ representatives of the two
countries closer to foster cooperation, and boost investments and synergies.

7.5. The Saudi side extended an invitation to Greek investors and companies to invest in the
Saudi giga projects (including NEOM, Qiddiya, and Al Ula) and build on the already initiated
efforts and investments in tourism, especially given the Saudi Arabia's ambition to become a
global tourism destination, with its unique assets including the pristine Red Sea coastline that
is a passage way for a host to six UNESCO World Heritage Sites.

7.6. The two sides stated their willingness to extend each other’s tourism seasons, inter alia by
complementing the summer season in Greece with the winter season in Saudi Arabia.
Additionally, they expressed their readiness to the exchange of know-how and best practices
in the field of special interest tourism, with an emphasis on cultural, gastronomic, health &
wellness, winter, luxury (e.g. yachting), maritime (e.g. cruise) and sports tourism.

7.7. The two sides recognized the desire of the Saudi Ministry of Tourism of the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia to cooperate with the Ministry of Tourism of the Hellenic Republic in joint tourism
promotion & nation branding activities, the organization of fora, and the participation in
international conferences. The two sides also agreed to make every effort to exchange know-
how in these fields, with a focus on green investments, including green ports and marinas,
digital innovation, and upskilling of the tourism workforce.

7.8. The Saudi side (Ministry of Municipal Rural Affairs and Housing) expressed desire to
collaborate with the Greek Ministry of Tourism in the following areas:

e Sustainably developing sea fronts for touristic and investment exploitation and exploring
cooperation areas in developing sites of coral reefs with relevant entities and institutions
such as the King Abdullah University of Science and Technology and its coral reefs
research center.

Exchanging best practices in conservation of historical urban heritage sites.

Promoting cultural antiquities and museums.

Developing urban landscapes.

Improving the quality of life and public utilities for citizens by applying innovative

technologies in smart cities transformations.

8. Cooperation in the Field of Environment

8.1. The two sides reviewed developments in bilateral cooperation in the field of environment and
agreed to continue their consultations in this regard.

8.2. The two sides agreed to exchange knowledge and best practices, as well as the training of
human resources, in order to improve knowledge of environmental issues.

8.3. Development of thematic areas of cooperation in the environmental licensing & certification
area, as well as with regards to air quality, water resources management, the protection of
biodiversity, and waste management.

8.4. Sharing best practices with regards to the establishment and management of terrestrial and
marine protected areas.

8.5. Sharing best practices regarding the conservation of marine mammals, as well as the
migration of marine sand terrestrial species.

8.6. The two sides reiterated the importance of cooperating in marine decontamination especially
for oil sludges in tanker ships and on-shore storage tanks.

9. Cooperation in the Fields of Education, Scientific, Research and Innovation

9.1. The two sides encouraged cooperation in the fields of education, scientific research, and
innovation, capitalizing on the draft Memorandum of Understanding on Scientific and
Educational Cooperation between the Ministry of Education and Religious Affairs of the
Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Education of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. The
cooperation between both sides may be realized through the following initiatives:

e Encourage joint research and educational innovative projects between educational
institutions and research centers in both countries.
Encourage the exchange of scientists, researchers and educational experts.
Encourage the exchange of scientific and technological information and documentation.
Organize and participate in meetings, conferences, symposia, workshops, courses, and
exhibitions pertaining to fields of interest to both sides.
Make joint use of research and development facilities and scientific equipment.
Promote joint cooperation between universities and scientific research centers in both
countries through the conduct of executive programs in areas of mutual interest.

e Exchange scholarships between the two countries, including scholarships awarded by the
Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia to the benefit of Greek students.
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e Support Arabic language teaching through programs implemented by one of the Saudi
universities in cooperation with one of the distinguished Greek universities.

e Organize scientific and cultural days in the academic and educational institutions of the two
countries.

9.2. King Abdulaziz City for Science and Technology (KACST) of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia
expressed the wish to sign a cooperation agreement in the field of science and technology
with the Hellenic Republic, represented by the General Secretariat for Research and
Innovation under the Ministry of Development and Investment.

9.3. The Saudi side encouraged the Greek side to nominate talented students to participate in the
Kingdom’s scholarship programs.

10. Cooperation in the Field of Agriculture

10.1. In light of growing global uncertainty regarding supply chains and food security, the two
sides agreed that strengthening their cooperation in the fields of agriculture and rural
development remains crucial.

10.2. They also expressed their willingness to cooperate with a view to safeguarding food
security in both countries and stressed the importance of further expanding and facilitating
bilateral trade in agriculture. Within this framework, the Greek side underlined the progress
made towards enhancing exports of products of animal origin to Saudi Arabia. For its part,
the Saudi side expressed its interest in exporting Saudi dates to Greece.

10.3. They further expressed their willingness to promote cooperation in the fields of crop
production, sanitary and phytosanitary issues, control and evaluation of pesticides,
livestock production and veterinary issues, soil water resources management, fishery and
aquaculture, protection of Geographical Indications, rural economy and development.

10.4. The two sides agreed to encouraging investments in the field of innovative agricultural
production, and welcomed the possibilities of promoting cooperation in agricultural research
and development. In this regard, the Greek side acknowledged the breakthrough research
in cultivating sea farming by the King Abdullah University for Science and Technology. The
two sides agreed to explore this area through the exchange of scientific and technical
information and visits of experts, as well as through the organization of training programs,
seminars, conferences, and meetings in either of the two countries.

11. Cooperation in the Field of Quality Services Standardization

11.1. The two sides emphasized the need to eliminate technical barriers, develop “quality
policies” within the manufacturing sector, and broaden the cooperation between the two
countries in the field of standardization and quality infrastructure to create favourable
conditions for the development of technological cooperation.

11.2. The two sides welcomed the progress made by the Hellenic National Quality Infrastructure
System (NQIS) and the Saudi Standards, Metrology and Quality Organization (SASO)
towards signing a technical cooperation program for bilateral cooperation on
Standardization and Metrology.

12. Cooperation in the Field of Health

12.1. The two sides acknowledged the ongoing cooperation in exchanging best practices within
the WHO with regards to various communicable diseases (prevention of rabies, malaria,
West Nile virus, Dengue fever, etc.) in the context of the International Health Regulation
(IHR), and in holding frequent scientific meetings and events.

12.2. The two sides agreed to expedite finalizing a draft Memorandum of Understanding on
Cooperation in the Field of Health between the Ministry of Health of the Hellenic Republic
and the Ministry of Health of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. They also, agreed that the
competent services of the Ministries of Health of both countries, in cooperation with other
governmental organizations such as universities, may be involved either in public health
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education and training (Article 1), or in the exchange of visits and expertise (Article 2) on
issues pertaining to communicable and non-communicable diseases such as
epidemiological surveillance, the management of obesity-related health problems and
diabetes, or in relation to environmental hygiene.

12.3. The two sides stressed the importance of raising health readiness and preparedness for
health pandemics and emergencies, and of activating communication and information
sharing between national contact points.

13. Cooperation in the Field of Transport and Logistics

13.1. The two sides welcomed the signing of the new bilateral Air Services Agreement in
September 2019 and its entry into force on the 17th of May 2022. This Agreement updated
the legal framework for airlines; thereby facilitating the conduct and frequency increase of
direct flights on several routes between the two countries taking into account passengers
travel resulting from increased cooperation in tourism seasonality mentioned in (7.6).

13.2. The Saudi side invited the Greek side to establish Regional Headquarters of Greek
companies in this sector in Saudi Arabia and offered support in facilitating this for all Greek
companies.

13.3. The two sides expressed their satisfaction regarding the signing of the bilateral Agreement
in the Field of Maritime Transport, which aims to promote bilateral trade through the
establishment of a joint team to help eliminate any obstacles in international maritime
transport services. As a cornerstone of cooperation in the maritime sector, the Maritime
Agreement provides a solid bilateral legal framework in terms of shipping and confirms the
excellent relations between the two countries. The two sides also expressed their
willingness to proceed with the ratification of this Agreement as soon as possible.

13.4. The two sides stressed their willingness to promote their cooperation in the field of
international maritime transport, support common objectives in international maritime fora,
and enhance their bilateral cooperation within the context of the International Maritime
Organization (IMO). To this end, they welcomed the progress made at IMO with respect to
the further development and implementation of issues related to the promotion of
sustainable shipping, in particularly those pertaining to the implementation of the initial IMO
strategy for the reduction of green-house gas (GHG) emissions from ships, in view of its
revision by 2023. In this respect, the two sides agreed to cooperate in order to safeguard
IMQO’s primary role in regulating (GHG) emissions from ships and providing global solutions
that ensure a level playing field and the necessary clarity for the industry.

13.5. The two sides stressed their willingness to promote their cooperation also in the port sector
in a mutually beneficial way. They agreed to pursue close cooperation between the Saudi
Port Authority, the Royal Commission for Jubail and Yanbu and the Greek General
Secretariat of Ports, Port Policy and Maritime Investments, and to discuss the possibility of
benefiting from the experience of the Greek side in the field of logistical support at ports
and marine navigation and training in these two areas.

14. Cooperation in the Field of Information and Communications Technologies

14.1. The two sides stressed the importance of activating the Memorandum of Understanding for
cooperation between the two countries in the field of satellites and their applications that
was signed in February 2020 between the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and the Hellenic
Republic.

14.2. The two sides expressed their desire to cooperate and create strategic partnerships and
joint investments in the field of information and communications technologies. The two
sides expressed their interest to speed up the signing of the binding documents pertaining
to the “East to Med Data Corridor” (“‘EMC”) Project, which will position the Hellenic Republic
as “European Union’s East Data Gateway” and transform the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia into
a “Regional Digital Hub”, between Europe and the Middle East, Africa and Asia.
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14.3. The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and the Hellenic Republic stated their interest to collaborate
and exchange best practices in the fields of the digital economy, infrastructure, emerging
technologies, and e-government

14.4. The Saudi side invited the Hellenic Republic to join the Digital Cooperation Organization.

14.5. The Greek side invited the Saudi leading telecom companies to participate in the
Application Fund that is promoted by the Ministry of Digital Governance of the Hellenic
Republic.

15. Cooperation in the Fields of Culture, Media and Sports

15.1. The two sides decided to continue consultations with the aim of agreeing on a bilateral
Memorandum of Understanding on Cultural Cooperation. The MoU includes the exchange
of experiences related to cultural heritage, museums, archaeology, antiquities preservation,
cultural festivals, and modern culture.

15.2. The two sides agreed to explore opportunities to cooperate in the field of combating theft,
illegal excavation, and the illicit import, export, and transit or transfer of ownership of
cultural property in compliance with their respective relevant national legislation and the
international agreements to which both countries are parties. In this context, they agreed to
explore concluding an Executive program under a Memorandum of Understanding aiming
to fight the illicit trafficking of cultural goods.

15.3. The two sides agreed to exchange information and promote events for the exchange of
know-how in the fields of excavation, documentation, protection, restoration, management
and promotion of archaeological sites and monuments, as well as of cities/settlements. The
Saudi side noted the diligent work that the Government of the Hellenic Republic has done
on preserving the archaeological sites of Acropolis in Athens, and Akrotiri in Santorini which
was visited by the Saudi delegation to this session of the Joint Ministerial Commission.

15.4. The two sides expressed their willingness for cooperation and exchange of know-how and
best practices concerning methods, materials, and techniques for the protection,
preservation, restoration, enhancement, and reuse of monuments of all periods.

15.5. The two sides expressed their willingness to provide expertise and experience in the
preparation and drafting of nomination dossiers of properties for inscription on the
UNESCO World Heritage List, and they reiterated the importance of developing fruitful
cooperation for planning joint actions, and in the framework of the relevant UNESCO
conventions to which both countries are parties.

15.6. The two sides stated that they will encourage the cooperation of museum professionals,
and expressed their willingness to organize seminars and workshops on the management
of archaeological museums and collections and the conservation of antiquities, as well as
the planning and coordination of temporary and digital archaeological exhibitions. They also
expressed their intention to exchange photographic and digital exhibitions of archaeological
content, as well as temporary archaeological exhibitions, and to mutually support
archaeological, and educational programs and activities.

15.7. The two sides underlined the importance of supporting the exchange of know-how and best
practices applied in the sector of cultural and creative industries. To this end, they intended
to explore possible opportunities and encourage partnerships, synergies, and artistic
residencies.

15.8. The two sides expressed their willingness to explore opportunities to cooperate in
exchanging expertise in audience development and to invite experts in this field, with the
aim of acquiring skills, new knowledge, and the necessary experience. Additionally, they
emphasized the importance of encouraging the exchange of delegations of select
innovative cultural and creative industries and cultural organizations, and they discussed
holding cultural days for Greece in Saudi Arabia and vice versa.
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15.9. The two sides expressed their willingness to exchange know-how on issues of domestic
legislation implementation in the film and audio-visual (A/V) sector and to promote film and
A/V works and production between the respective Ministries and institutions.

15.10. The two sides also stated their intention to encourage attracting private sector investments
in the field of film and A/V production development. In this context, they underlined the
importance of future cooperation between the Greek and the Saudi Arabian authorities with
a view on supporting film-makers and producers from both countries, who choose Greece
and Saudi Arabia as production locations for their film or TV series.

15.11. The two sides committed to encouraging the exchange of expertise by organizing
educational seminars for professionals in the film and A/V field, as well as the
establishment of apprenticeship programs in cooperation with film and A/V companies in
both countries. The two sides expressed their willingness to provide facilities and
encourage officials’ visits, aimed at establishing bilateral contacts between professionals
and institutions.

15.12. The two sides agreed to explore cooperation on organizing festivals for the promotion of
feature films, short films, documentaries, and animation films by Greek and Saudi Arabian
creators and for encouraging the exchange of experience and expertise in the field of
promoting media literacy through education.

15.13. The Saudi side proposed discussing the possibility of signing a Memorandum of
Understanding between the General Authority for Audio-Visual Media and the Greek
National Center of Audiovisual Media and Communication (EKOME).

15.14. The Saudi side expressed desire to discuss the possibility of signing a Memorandum of
Understanding between the Saudi Press Agency and the Greek News Agency, and a
Memorandum of Understanding for cooperation in the field of radio & television with the
Hellenic Broadcasting Corporation.

15.15. The two sides highlighted the importance of signing an agreement or Memorandum of
Understanding in the field of sports.

15.16. The two sides underscored the importance of expanding cooperation in the field of sports
and expressed their willingness to promote cooperation in sports and the Olympic
movement through the exchange of coaches, administrators, and technicians, as well as
sports federations.

16. Cooperation in the Field of Labor & Social Affairs

16.1. The Saudi side (the Ministry of Human Resources and Social Development) expressed

willingness to continue earlier discussions with the Ministry of Labor and Social Affairs of

the Hellenic Republic with regards to the following items:

Exchanging best practice of manpower needs, per region and per job skill.

Discussing Greece’s experience of recruitment agencies and job training.

Discussing unemployment issues in the two countries.

Exchanging views on social security matters.

16.2. The two sides further recognized the desire to collaborate in the field of attracting qualified
Greek human resources to work in Saudi Arabia including, but not limited to doctors,
nurses, and IT specialists.

17. Cooperation in the field of Religious Affairs

17.1. The Saudi side (the Ministry of Islamic Affairs, Dawah and Guidance) stated its wish to
explore the possibility of signing a Memorandum of Understanding regarding Islamic affairs
with the Hellenic Republic’s Ministry of Education and Religious Affairs.

17.2. The Saudi side (the Saudi Ministry of Hajj and Umrah) expressed its intention to work with
the Greek Ministry of Education and Religious Affairs to activate the role of the Athens
Mosque Authority to directly supervise all organizers of pilgrims from the Hellenic Republic
and to recommend pilgrims for the Hajj season of 2022-2025.
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18. General provisions

The activities under this Protocol shall be carried out according to the domestic law of each
Party and in compliance with their international obligations including, as far as the Hellenic
Republic is concerned, those arising from its membership of the European Union.

The 6th session of the Joint Ministerial Committee between the Government of the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and the Government of the Hellenic Republic, will be held on a date and
in a place agreed upon by the two sides through diplomatic channels.

This Protocol was signed in Athens on the 31 of May 2022 in two original copies, in the
Greek, Arabic, and English languages. All texts are equally authentic. In case of divergence in the
interpretation of the provisions of this Protocol, the English version shall prevail.
