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Protocol of the 8" Session
of the Greece-India Joint Economic Committee
Athens, 15" April 2022

The eighth (8"™) session of the Greece-India Joint Economic Committee
(hereinafter referred to as the ‘JEC’), set up under the Agreement on Economic,
Scientific and Technical Cooperation between the Government of the Hellenic
Republic and the Government of the Republic of India, signed in Athens on the 23™
September 1983, was convened in Athens on the 15" April 2022. The Delegation of
the Hellenic Republic was headed by Mr. Konstantinos Fragkogiannis, Deputy
Minister for Foreign Affairs, responsible for Economic Diplomacy and Openness and
the delegation of the Republic of India was headed by Ms. Anupriya Patel, Minister of
State for Commerce and Industry.

The members of the two delegations are listed in Annex I and Annex II
respectively. The Agenda is attached here to as Annex-III.

The outcome of the deliberations of the JEC is summarized below:
1. Review of the Economic Situation
1.1 Global Economic Situation

Both sides exchanged views on the current global economic situation and
shared concerns about the decline in global economic growth, in particular due to the
consequences of the ongoing conflict between Russia and Ukraine. Rising energy
prices and supply disruptions have resulted in higher and more broad-based inflation
than anticipated.

The global economy thus enters 2022 in a weaker position than previously
expected. According to the World Economic Outlook (WEO) update of January 2022,
the global economy is projected to grow at 4.4 percent in 2022 as against the 5.9
percent growth registered in 2021.

1.2 Domestic Economic Situation

The Indian economy has shown that it can withstand unprecedented challenges
posed by the new crisis-driven world order. The latest IMF projection of January 2022
maintained India to be a faster growing emerging economy in 2022 and 2023. The
external sector continues to be a critical part of India’s economic revival with exports
visibly emerging as an engine of growth. India’s merchandise exports crossed US$ 30
billion mark each month for the entire 2021-22 and total exports during the year
touched a historic figure of USD 417Bn.

As for Greece, its national economy is gradually shifting towards a more
sustainable growth path, creating ample investment opportunities. The continuous
upgrades of the country’s credit rating by the major credit rating agencies, as well as
the recent 7-year, 10-year & 15-year bond issues, which were all successful, confirm
that Greece is efficiently moving towards self-sufficiency and market-based funding.
The return to economic growth in 2021, coupled with the expected inflows of very
substantial European recovery funds via “Greece 2.0” Recovery Plan and the large
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amount of unused capital capacity, implies significant scope for the revival of private
investment.

1.3 Review and Perspectives on Bilateral Economic Relations

Both sides recalled the recent visits of the Minister for Foreign Affairs of the
Hellenic Republic, Mr. Nikolaos Dendias, to New Delhi in March 2022, and the visit
of the Minister for External Affairs of the Republic of India, Dr. S. Jaishankar to
Athens in June 2021. These visits have created a momentum for strengthening of the
relations between the two countries. Both sides expressed happiness at the signing of
Cultural and Educational Exchange Program for the period of 2022-2026 during the
recent visit of the Foreign Minister of the Hellenic Republic to India.

The Indian side also extends its gratitude to the Hellenic side for inviting India
as an “Honoured Country” in the 84th Thessaloniki International Fair (TIF) in 2019
which had a High powered Indian business delegation led by the then MOS (C&I)
Shri Hardeep S. Puri.

Since the last Joint Economic Committee, held in New Delhi on the 23rd
November 2016, considerable progress has been made. Particular importance was
attached by both sides to the signing and ratification by Greece, in June 2021 and
March 2022, respectively, of the Framework Agreement on the Establishment of the
International Solar Alliance (ISA). Greece attaches great importance to solar energy in
order to achieve Renewable Energy Sources (RES) goals, as well as, to the prospects
for the implementation of synergies in the field of solar energy through the Alliance.

In 2017 an MoU on cooperation in the field of new and renewable energy
between the two countries was signed, thus creating a solid basis for Greek-Indian
synergies on RES infrastructure projects in Greece and India, as well as in third
countries. Both sides took note of the ratification of the MoU by the Greek Parliament
in March 2022 and agreed that holding a meeting of the Joint Working Group as soon
as the MoU enters into force in accordance with its terms would go a long way
towards effective implementation of the MoU. During the visit of Hon’ble President
of India to Athens, in 2018 three MoUs on Standardization, Cooperation between the
two Foreign Service Institutes, and a Programme for Cultural Cooperation were
signed. Both sides agreed to take further steps to expedite the implementation of the
MoUs.

An Air Services Agreement was also signed in 2017, strengthening the legal
framework between the two countries in the economic sector.

2. India — EU Relations

During the High-Level India-EU Meeting in May 2021, the two sides agreed for early
resumption of negotiations for a balanced, ambitious, comprehensive and mutually
beneficial trade agreement; launch of negotiations on a stand-alone investment
protection agreement and to initiate the negotiations on a separate agreement on
geographical indications (GIs). Both sides recognized the need to find solutions to
market access issues.
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After the appointment of the Chief Negotiators from both sides, it is expected that the
process will gain momentum. Greek side, welcomes and supports the European
Commission’s & India’s renewed endeavors to proceed with the above-mentioned
agreements and hopes that significant progress could be reached for the completion of
the negotiations by the end of 2023.

3. Trade and Economic Cooperation between India and Greece

Both sides exchanged information about economic development and economic
policies being implemented in each other’s country and emphasized the potential for
co-operation and promotion of mutual interests.

3.1  Cooperation in the field of Trade

Greece is an important trading partner of India in European Union and given
the high level political engagement between the two countries, there is tremendous
potential to enhance the trade between the two countries. Both sides expressed hope
that the current JEC will provide the necessary impetus to the trade and investment
relations between the two countries. Both sides noted that bilateral trade recorded a
significant growth in 2021. The Indian side informed that there is a huge untapped
export potential from India to Greece in the areas of Pharmaceuticals, Apparels,
Metals, Chemicals, Motor Vehicles, Machinery, Electronics and Marine Products. The
Greek side informed that there is similar export potential from Greece to India in the
areas of food products, pharmaceuticals, medical equipment, construction materials.

Both sides agreed to explore the possibilities of enhancing cooperation in trade
and to promote activities to be carried out both in India and Greece.

3.2  Bilateral Investment Cooperation

Both sides noted that there is considerable potential for the enhancement of the
bilateral FDI flows in the light of the wide-ranging opportunities in both countries.

The Greek side conveyed that the Greek Government is committed to boost
investment and exports. In that respect, Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) attraction is
a major policy, whilst main pillars of the new strategy include the acceleration of
business licensing in all economic sectors, the establishment of a stable and
predictable legal and institutional framework and the creation of a modern land-
registry system, which will clarify property issues without harming the country’s
natural and cultural environment, and initiatives to secure smooth financing of the
investments.

In this context, the Greek side informed the Indian side on the new “Investment
Incentives Law” recently approved by the Parliament of the Hellenic Republic. The
new law specifies the conditions of eligibility and the framework on the establishment
of schemes for granting state aid. It introduces thirteen new aid schemes that will
allow the business community to plan, develop and implement their initiatives with
significant and modern forms of investment in all sectors of Greek economy.
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Moreover, the Greek side has introduced a procedure of granting residence
permits, which can be renewed every five (5) years, for owners of real estate by third-
country citizens, the value of which exceeds €250.000, adopting a friendlier stance
towards those who wish to own real estate property or invest in Greece.

The Indian side informed the Committee that Govt. of India had launched the
National Infrastructure Pipeline (NIP) in April, 2020 to facilitate world class
infrastructure projects with projected infrastructure investment of around € 1.35
trillion during the period of 2020-25. NIP also aims to improve project preparation,
attract investments (both domestic & foreign) into infrastructure, and act as a crucial
catalyst towards infrastructure development.

NIP was launched with 6,835 projects, which has expanded to over 9,000
projects covering 34 sub-sectors. The details of NIP projects are available at
https://indiainvestmentgrid.gov.in/home which is updated by the concerned central
ministries/departments/state governments.

The Indian side also informed the Committee that Govt. of India has also
announced its National Monetization Pipeline (NMP) under Asset Monetization Plan
to support the projects under NIP and also allowed the direct funding under FDI
mode. The robust asset pipeline under NMP will provide a comprehensive view to
Investors & Developers for investment avenues in infrastructure with total indicative
value of core assets amounting to around € 73 billion up to 2024-25.

3.3 Bilateral institutional framework
a) Double Taxation Avoidance Agreement

India and Greece concluded a Double Taxation Avoidance Agreement (DTAA)
in 1965 and have been negotiating for the Revision of the DTAA since 2005. Both
sides have exchanged the draft text for revision. However, Article 8 relating to
taxation of income from the operation of ships in international traffic has not yet been
finalized. Subsequently, G20/0OECD Base Erosion and Profit Shifting (BEPS) Project
began in 2013 and BEPS Actions were finalised in 2015. India and Greece both have
endorsed the outcomes of the BEPS project and have ratified the Multilateral
Convention to Implement Tax Treaty Related Measures to Prevent Base Erosion and
Profit Shifting (MLI) and have also included the existing India - Greece DTAA as a
Covered Tax Agreement (CTA) under MLI. The Greek side welcomed the sharing by
the Indian side of the draft of the Synthesised Text between the MLI and India-Greece
DTAA.

b) MOUs and Agreements on Economic Cooperation

Both Sides welcomed the signing of an MoU between Enterprise Greece and
Invest India, enhancing bilateral investment relations.

Both sides were also optimistic that the draft MOUs and Agreements in the
cooperation in field of (a) Maritime Cooperation, (b) Recognition of Certificates
pursuant to Regulation 1/10 of International Convention on Standards of Training,
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Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978 (c) Dam Safety, (d) Audiovisual
production development and (e) Cooperation in the field of Agriculture which are
currently under consideration will be finalized soon.

4. Enhancing Bilateral Cooperation in Priority Sectors
4.1  Tourism

Both Sides reiterated the importance of fostering bilateral cooperation in
the field of Tourism, noting the potential of the sector in employment generation
and earning of foreign exchange. Indian side informed that the Greece is
considered a prime destination for Indian tourists. Both sides expressed
satisfaction regarding the progress achieved so far in their bilateral tourism
cooperation, and in particular, over the participation of the Greek National
Tourism Organization (G.N.T.O.) with a pavilion at the International Tourism
Exhibition “Outbound Travel Mart — O.M.T. - for the years 2017, 2018, 2019 and
2020, as well as the participation of India as an honored country at the 84"
International Exhibition of Thessaloniki in 2019.

Both Sides agreed to encourage the exchange of information and practical
experiences in the fields of Cultural Tourism, Gastronomic Tourism, Meetings,
Incentives, Conferencing, Exhibition (MICE) Tourism, Wedding and Honeymoon
Tourism, Film—induced Tourism and Maritime and Coastal Tourism. The Indian
side suggested the sharing of know-how in the field of destination management
and marketing. The Greek side has suggested sharing know — how in the field of
development of green and accessible marinas, as well as quality labels in tourism.
Both sides agreed to encourage cooperation in the field of tourism promotion
through bringing closer representatives of Media, Journalists, Travel writers,
Travel agents, Tour Operators and Hoteliers etc. of the two countries.

The Indian side suggested that Greece may explore the possibilities of
promoting investment in the field of hotel industry, tourism and infrastructural
development as India allows 100% FDI in Hotel Sector on automated basis. The
Greek side suggested encouraging the cooperation between the investment agencies of
the two countries, pointing out the potential of tourism investment in Greece, with an
emphasis on hotels, resorts and marinas.

4.2. Air Services

Both sides welcomed the ratification by Greece of the Air Services
Agreement, signed between the two countries in New Delhi, on the 27" of
November 2017, and expressed confidence that it will come into force the soonest
possible. This Agreement constitutes a stable legal framework for airlines of both
sides to commence direct flights between several points in both countries and to
further develop bilateral tourist, cultural, commercial and economic relations.

Both sides expressed satisfaction on identification of their points of call for
the air services as Delhi, Mumbai, Kolkata, Chennai, Bengaluru and Hyderabad in
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India and Athens, Thessaloniki, and Heraklion in Greece. Both sides agreed that
the launching of direct flights between Greece and India would have significant
impact on tourist and business travelers between the two countries.

4.3. Maritime Sector

Both sides expressed their willingness to promote their cooperation on the
basis of the existing institutional framework of bilateral maritime cooperation and
further enhance their relations in the shipping sector.

Both sides stressed their willingness to positively consider the inclusion of a
maritime chapter in the framework of the continuation of the negotiations on the
EU and India trade agreement.

Both sides expressed their support for the technical bilateral meetings for the
conclusion of a Maritime Agreement between the two countries in order to promote
the bilateral trade through the elimination of any obstacles in international maritime
transport services. The 2™ Joint Working Group of Experts is scheduled to take
place on April 20, 2022.

Both sides stressed their willingness to promote their cooperation in the field
of international maritime transport and support common objectives in international
maritime fora. Especially, both sides agreed to further enhance the bilateral
cooperation within the context of IMO.

Both sides welcomed the progress made at IMO level with respect to the
further development and implementation of issues relating to the promotion of
sustainable shipping, in particular those pertaining to the implementation of the
Initial IMO strategy for the reduction of Green House Gas(GHG) emissions from
ships, also in view of its revision by 2023. In this respect both sides agreed to
cooperate in order to safeguard IMO’s primary role in regulating GHG emissions
from ships and providing global solutions ensuring a level-playing field and the
necessary clarity for the industry. Both sides agreed to actively encourage the
cooperation in the areas of ship building, ship repair, retrofitting and ship recycling
in a mutually beneficial way, and in this respect to promote the exchange of “know-
how” and “good practices” between the respective stakeholders in the field of
marine equipment and ship technology.

The Indian side acknowledged that Greece is one of the largest ship-owning
nations in terms of carrying capacity of Dead Weight Tons (DWT) and wishes to
explore cooperation in Shipbuilding and Ship-repair as India is also emerging as a
global shipbuilding country. The Cochin Shipyard Ltd. (CSL) a Public Sector
Undertaking, fully owned by Govt. of India currently has the capacity to build
ships up to 110,000 DWT and repair the ships up to 125,000 DWT. CSL has also
the experience to build sophisticated vessels such as Platform Supply Vessels
(PSV) and Anchor Handling Tug Supply Vessels (AHTS) for its Indian and foreign
clients in countries such as Norway, the Netherlands, Cyprus, the USA, Germany,
Denmark, the Bahamas, Saudi Arabia, the UAE etc. Greece may consider the
Indian Shipyards for its requirement for Shipbuilding, Ship-repairs, Drydocking,
subject to the existence of business interest.

The Indian side is also willing to collaborate in the field of recruitments of
the Indian seafarers on the Greek ships. India has around 450,000 trained seafarers
i.e. the 3rd largest seafarer supplier to Indian and foreign flagged vessels and
almost 12% of the global seafarers are Indian. The Indian seafarers continue to be
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the preferred choice for placement- onshore and offshore. The Indian side
requested the Greek side to consider Indian seafarers for recruitment on their
vessels, subject to the freedom of choice of the seafarers and shipowners. Taking
into account the 2002 MOU on the recognition by Greece of Indian seafarers’
certificates, both sides are in the process of examining the signature of a similar
MOU for recognition of Greek certificates

Furthermore, the Greek side conveyed that it would eagerly consider the
possibility of closer cooperation with India in the field of Ship Recycling. In this
framework, the Greek side informed that Greece, as all EU Member-States, is
required to comply with the provisions of Regulation 1257/2013 on ship recycling,
which aims at facilitating the entry into force of the Hong Kong International
Convention for the Safe and Environmentally Sound Recycling of Ships. The Indian
side requested the Greek side to take up the matter with EU to promote the inclusion
of Indian ship recycling yards in the relevant EU list.

Port Cooperation

Both Sides agreed to promote their cooperation in the port sector.

Specifically for the promotion of the cooperation in the port sector (Exchange
of information and technical expertise, creation of port community systems, creation
of free trade zones, promotion of training and logistics, ISPS Code, Information
Technologies).

Further development of the sea connections for passengers and freight among
the two countries. Exploitation of the position of the Greek and Indian ports as
strategic hubs for the intermodal transport of freight between the Far East to Europe
and vice versa.

Implementation of common projects of mutual interest in the port and

maritime sector, exploring funding/financing possibilities, by using the resources of
the European Structural and Investment Funds and other financial tools.

Sea Tourism

Both Sides agreed that there is huge potential in the field of Sea
Tourism/Cruise tourism. The Indian side informed that India has a vast coastline and
the Govt. has taken a number of steps to encourage sea-tourism: foreign flag vessels
carrying passengers allowed to call at Indian ports till 2029 without license; E-visa
facility has been extended to five seaports namely Mumbai, Mormugao, New
Mangalore, Cochin and Chennai. Reduction of port charges with all Major Ports as a
uniform single rate; Easing immigration and customs policies; and multiple itineraries
and port options. The Indian side also informed that they also allow the PPP models
for the operation and management of cruise terminals and also invites the Greek
cruise industry to exploit opportunities emerging on the Indian coastline which have
the different spots for Pilgrimage Tours, Cultural and Scenic Tours, Ayurvedic
Wellness Tours and Heritage tourism.

4.4. Energy Sector
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The two sides stressed their shared objectives regarding energy security and
the gradual transition towards a lower carbon society with the promotion of cleaner
forms of energy. The Indian side invited the Greek agencies for the joint Research and
Development (R&D) in Carbon Capture, Utilization and Storage (CCUS) technology
for achieving the low carbon emission targets in the Power Sector.

The Indian side also expressed keen interest to collaborate in the field of Waste
to Energy (WtE) and the Garbage dumping yards management of urban and rural
garbage/waste to generate energy from the garbage waste in the different locations
with small capacity, which would be highly efficient WtE plants in reaping the
environmental advantages and meeting the electricity needs of the local areas.

NTPC, a PSU under Ministry of Power of the Government of India,
participated in the Thessaloniki International Fair in 2019 and had discussions with
Greek Public Power Corporation S.A. for cooperation in the areas of Renewable
Energy.

Both sides stressed the importance of natural gas for the achievement of a
more sustainable development and agreed to exchange best practice and know-how
regarding its promotion, including for small-scale applications and use of CNG for
transportation. Both sides encouraged cooperation amongst their business sectors
(private and public) for the promotion of common energy interests.

Cooperation in the Renewable Energy sector

Cooperation between India and Greece in the energy sector and specifically in
renewables is of strategic significance for both countries. The development of
renewable energy sources will assist the two countries to tackle their environmental
and energy security problems and it will contribute to the sustainable development of
their economies. In view of the above, the huge potential for cooperation in the energy
sector and the interest of both countries in such cooperation was stressed.

Both sides recalled the MoU between the Ministry of Environment and Energy
of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of New and Renewable Energy of the
Republic of India on cooperation in the field of new and renewable energy signed in
New Delhi on 27 November 2017 that was recently ratified by the Greek Parliament.
Both sides are looking forward to the entry into force of the MoU in accordance with
its terms and the subsequent convocation of the 1* meeting of its Joint Working
Group.

The Indian side appraised the rapid strides made by India in the sphere of
renewable energy. India has achieved installed Renewable Energy capacity of more
than 150 GW till February 2022 and has set an ambitious target of 500 GW of
installed electricity capacity from non-fossil fuel sources by 2030. This will bring
forth tremendous opportunities to invest and set up RE projects, manufacturing units
and also invest in new technologies like battery storage and green hydrogen energy in
India. Both sides noted that substantial opportunities exist for enhanced trade and
investment co-operation between India and Greece in the field of development of
Renewable Energy Sources (RES) for electricity generation.

Both sides agreed that cooperation of research organizations from both India
and Greece presents great potential. Furthermore, the elaboration of joint research
personnel exchange programs, joint research projects and capacity building programs
constitutes promising areas of cooperation.
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The Greek side noted that the Center of Renewable Energy Sources and
Saving of Greece has also expressed its interest in signing Memoranda of
Understanding with leading research and/or technological organizations in India in
similar fields of activities, such as the Solar Energy Corporation of India (SECI), the
Indian Renewable Energy Development Agency (IREDA), the National Institute of
Solar Energy (NISE), the National Institute of Wind Energy (NIWE) and the Sardar
Swaran Singh National Institute of Bio-Energy (SSS-NIBE).

Innovation and Renewable Energy

Both sides agreed to explore the possibility of entering into agreements in the
following areas of mutual interest:
- Promotion of renewable sources of electricity generation in isolated mode as well as
their integration into grid. Large scale integration of renewable sources in the grid—
sharing of technology and field experience.
- Innovation in the field of electric vehicles with more storage and faster recharging
capabilities.

Renewable gases and hydrogen

The two sides noted the significance of the maritime sector to their economies
and exchanged views on promoting sustainability including through the use of LNG
and renewable gases as a marine fuel.

Both sides agreed for production/promotion and utilization of Green Hydrogen
in various sectors of economy since Green Hydrogen is the next generation fuel which
will help in mitigating the environmental issues and reduction of carbon footprint in
energy sector.

4.5 Industry

The two sides, wishing to achieve economic development, recognized the
importance and mutual benefit deriving from their cooperation in the industrial field
and expressed their readiness to develop and strengthen such cooperation, through the
encouragement of entrepreneurship, the promotion of business cooperation in various
manufacturing sectors of common interest, the enhancement of internationalisation,
with a focus on innovation and sustainable industrial development, as well as the aim
to capitalize on investment opportunities.

Cooperation in the fields of Industry and Small and Medium Sized Enterprises
(SMEs)

Both sides underlined the importance of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises
(SMEs) and entrepreneurship for the economy, considering their contribution to
growth, job creation and social cohesion. They also recognized the vital contribution
of Micro, Small & Medium Sized Enterprises in business innovation and extroversion
and agreed to take full advantage of their potential by promoting networking and
encouraging joint activities among entrepreneurs.

On mutually agreed terms, such cooperation could be promoted in the areas
of: Capacity building for developing policy and institutional framework through the
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exchange of know-how and experts for the development of Small and Medium Sized
Enterprises (SMEs); Promoting partnership projects and cooperation between
institutions and enterprises in both countries; Exchanging business missions to help
initiate technology transfer & sustainable business alliances between the enterprises
of the two countries in the field of industry; Areas related to developing innovation
friendly policies, exchange & acquisition of technology; Participation of enterprises
in exhibitions & trade fairs.

Cooperation in the Field of Quality Services

The two sides, wishing to create favourable conditions for the development of
technological cooperation, aiming to facilitate bilateral commercial transactions, to
establish closer economic relations, to eliminate technical barriers and to develop
“quality policies” within the manufacturing sector, expressed their intention to
broaden cooperation in the field of quality infrastructure, in Standardization,
Accreditation, Certification and Metrology. The cooperation could include the
exchange of good practices and information on technical legislation issues and
standards, as well as the provision of expertise and know-how on business innovation
issues. The Greek side expressed its readiness to provide to the Indian side, through
the respective Public Institutions and Bodies, any required information and support
about the EU Acquis and the harmonized European Union legislation for industrial
products.

The two sides, in the framework of their existing successful bilateral co-
operation on Standardization, as expressed in the Memorandum of Understanding
(MoU) between the National Quality Infrastructure System / Hellenic Organization
for Standardization (NQIS/ELOT) and the Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS) that was
signed in 2018, agreed to consider the possibility to broaden their scientific
cooperation in other fields of “Quality Infrastructure”, such as Accreditation,
Metrology, Laboratory Testing and Conformity Assessment, through the exchange of
best practices, as well as information on technical legislation issues and regulations.

In this regard, the Indian side apprised that BIS has shared the draft action
plan with the NQIS/ELOT. BIS has also shared the catalogue of published Indian
Standards as well as guidelines for adoption of Indian Standards, and proposed
activities such as sharing of technical expertise and information in areas of mutual
interest, capacity building programmes and attachment learning programmes to
further mutual cooperation.

4.6 Agriculture

Both sides expressed their wish to further develop the bilateral trade of
agricultural products by increasing the volume of trade flows and expanding trade in
more product categories.

Both sides acknowledged the progress achieved in the negotiations for a new
Memorandum of Understanding in the field of agriculture which will replace the
current one and express their willingness to finalize it in due time.

Both sides also took note that during the last meeting of the JEC held in 2016,
the Greek side had expressed its interest in phytosanitary rules and procedural
requirements for exports of kiwi fruits, apples and oranges to India.
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The Greek side acknowledged market access of apples and kiwi and asked the
Indian side to expeditiously consider the inclusion of in - transit cold treatment
method in the phytosanitary requirements for exporting kiwi to India.

Moreover, the Greek side acknowledged the fruitful cooperation and progress
achieved on the phytosanitary requirements context for the export of Greek oranges.
The Greek side is also looking forward to the publication of the phytosanitary
requirements for Greek oranges and kiwi in the official Gazette of India.

Additionally, the Greek side gave special emphasis to the protection of Greek
agricultural products with Geographical Indications (GIs), particularly feta cheese, in
India. The Indian Side informed the Committee that the Greek Request for GI
Registry of Elia Kalamatas is now matured for publication. The Greek side also
informed the Committee that the Greek Requests for GI Registry of Sitia Lasithiou
Kritis and Kalamata Olive Oils are matured for publication as well. With respect to
Feta Cheese, the Indian Side informed the JEC that the request is under examination
as per the GI Act, 1999 and related rules.

Both sides agreed to explore the possibilities of promoting cooperation and
exchange of expertise in various fields of mutual interest (e.g. sanitary and
phytosanitary issues, areas of scientific research and technology etc.). The Indian side
also informed the Committee that the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare is
willing to explore the cooperation for Plant variety protection, Exchange of
information related to Seed Certification System of both countries and imparting
training to the concerned persons on Seed production and Seed quality regulation for
mutual benefit.

4.7 Construction and Infrastructure

The Greek side, represented by Dam Administration Authority, highlighted
the considerable potential for cooperation that exists in the field of Dam Safety.
Taking into consideration, that India ranks third globally with 5334 large dams in
operation, and with about 411 being under construction, the Greek side expressed its
interest in signing a Memorandum of Understanding with the Central Dam Safety
Organization (CDSO) of India.

Furthermore, the Greek Side proposed online seminars and exchange of
expertise and good practices in various fields of mutual interest. The Indian side has
informed that a draft MOU will be shared by the Ministry of Jal Shakti, Department of
Water Resources, River Development and Ganga Rejuvenation with the Greek side.
Both sides expressed hope that the MoU will be finalized and signed soon, thus
paving the way for cooperation in the field of Dam Safety and Flood Control.

4.8 Research, Technology and Innovation

Both sides stressed the importance of research and innovation for
competitiveness and sustainable growth of their economies and societies,
highlighting the potential for cooperation to the mutual benefit.

The Greek side emphasized the significance of startups as a driver for
innovation and economic growth and informed about the aspiring initiative and
creation of the National Startup Registry “Elevate Greece”. Investing in research,
innovation and startup entrepreneurship has always been a strategic priority for the
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Greek state. Within this context, “Elevate Greece” (elevategreece.gov.gr) has been an
initiative, launched in October 2020 by the Ministry of Development and
Investments of the Hellenic Republic and the General Secretariat of Research and
Innovation (GSRI) and it serves as the official digital gateway for startups in Greece.

The main goal of Elevate Greece is the establishment of a dynamic startup
ecosystem that enables networking and matchmaking among actors, attracts local and
global investors, while also enabling the Greek state to implement tailor-made
measures for the ecosystem.

Furthermore, the Athens Startup Business Incubator operates under the
umbrella of the Athens Chamber of Commerce and Industry and provides a wide
range of services in startups. The Greek Party expressed its strong belief that
collaboration between the Athens Business Incubator and similar organizations in
India could create a mutually beneficial relationship not only for the incubators but
mainly for the startups. Greece has seen the numbers of startups skyrocketing and, at
the same time, the financial aid towards them has followed a similar trend. It is the
first time that in Greece we have 5 startups, whose value will soon exceed one billion
euro and one that is already a “unicorn”. Since the Indian business ecosystem has
grown so rapidly and has many “unicorns”, many opportunities arise, for both Indian
and Greek Start-ups.

The Greek side stressed that it looks forward to establishing channels of
communication with incubators or with potential business investors in India that want
to be involved in the rapidly evolving Greek startup ecosystem.

4.9 Health and Pharmaceuticals

Both sides noted that great opportunities for cooperation exist in the field of
Pharmaceuticals and agreed to promote such cooperation through the exchange of
information, know-how and pharma delegations between the two countries.

The Indian side informed that India has a large pool of experienced Indian
nurses and midwives and their competence has been proved during the CoViD-19
pandemic. A large number of Indian nurses and midwives are working in Gulf
countries as well as the European countries. The Nursing Council of India (NCI) is an
Autonomous Body under the Government of India, Ministry of Health & Family
Welfare, willing to sign a Mutual Recognition Agreement with Greece side for further
cooperation in this field.

The NCI is also interested in joint collaboration or joint research in the field
of Digital Health and best practices on Pandemic Management. The Indian
Pharmaceuticals industry plays a prominent role in the global pharmaceuticals
industry. The nation is the largest provider of generic medicines globally, occupying a
20% share in global supply by volume, and is the leading vaccine manufacturer
globally. India is home to more than 3,000 pharma companies with a strong network
of over 10,500 manufacturing facilities as well as a highly skilled resource pool. The
pharmaceutical industry in India offers 60,000 generic brands across 60 therapeutic
categories. Major segments include generic drugs, OTC Medicines, API/Bulk Drugs,
Vaccines, Contract Research & Manufacturing, Biosimilars and Biologics. India also
has the highest number of US-FDA compliant pharma plants outside of USA. The
strength of Indian pharmaceutical industry lies in its scale, quality and cost of
manufacturing, which is approx. one-third lower than the western markets.
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The Indian side has proposed to extend its expertise with the Greek side and
offered the capacity building in Pharma and Medical Devices. The National Institute
of Pharmaceutical Education and Research (NIPERs), Indian public pharmaceutical
research university, is willing to facilitate careers in these areas, as a part of
collaboration.

4.10 Education

Both sides share a common objective, set on promoting educational
cooperation. Both sides welcomed the new Executive Programme for Education and
Cultural Cooperation for the years 2022 — 2026, that aims to further foster the
cooperation between National Libraries, Archives and Youth Affairs, as well as to
expand the cooperation in other fields of education, thus, proposing new additions for
collaboration in Secondary Education and Higher Education. In this context, the
Hellenic side emphasized the need to promote the direct cooperation between
Universities in Greece and India, so that they can explore the possibility of creating
and promoting joint undergraduate, graduate and postgraduate programmes of mutual
interest, as well as the possibility of reinforcing the exchange of University students
and staff, in accordance to the Parties’ national legislations.

Both parties should promote students enrolment in the English language
undergraduate, graduate and postgraduate programmes offered by their Higher
Education Institutions.

The Greek side proposed to work with the Indian side in the area of
vocational education, training and lifelong learning, to promote the exchange of
information, materials and experts, to encourage the development of peer learning
activities as well as the design of joint projects through the facilitation of
communications. The Greek side is willing to strengthen the exploitation of best
practices in the above mentioned fields.

The Greek side is interested in contacting educational institutions from India
interested in collaborating with Greek educational institutions on vocational education
and training.

4.11 Cooperation in the field of film and audiovisual production development

The two sides expressed their readiness to develop cooperation in the field of
film and audiovisual production. Such cooperation could include: participation of
producers and film and audiovisual professionals in “Film Weeks” and other festivals
and events organized by either country; exchange of know-how on issues of domestic
legislation on the protection and promotion of film and audiovisual works and film
and a/v production; information on the incentives to support film and a/v works in
each country; cooperation between the Greek and Indian competent authorities on the
subject of supporting Greek and Indian filmmakers and producers who choose India
and Greece as a production location for their film or TV series. Furthermore, both
sides agreed to explore the possibility of entering into a Film and Audiovisual Co-
production Agreement with a view to broadening their cooperation.

4.12 Climate change and disaster management
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The Greek side declared its willingness to cooperate in the fields of Climate
Change and Disaster Management, i.e. through joint exercises and training, exchange
of experts, mutual assistance in the event of disasters.

The meeting was held in a cordial atmosphere, reflecting the strategic relations
between the two countries and their desire to strengthen and further develop their
economic and trade relations to their mutual benefit.

Both sides agreed that the next session of the Joint Economic Committee shall
be held in New Delhi on a mutually convenient date agreed through diplomatic

channels.
