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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATION FOR MIGRATION (IOM)

ON THE ESTABLISHMENT OF AN IOM SUPPLY CHAIN MANAGEMENT CENTRE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic, on the one hand, and the International Organization for
Migration (“the Organization” or “IOM”), on the other hand, hereafter referred to individually as a “Party”
and collectively as “Parties”,

WHEREAS the Hellenic Republic is a Member State of IOM;

WHEREAS IOM, an intergovernmental organization and a related organization of the United Nations under
the relationship agreement signed on 19 September 2016 between I0M and the United Nations,
committed to the principle that humane and orderly migration benefits migrants and society, acts to help
meet the operational challenges of migration, advance understanding of migration issues, encourage
social and economic development through migration, and work towards effective respect for the human
rights and well-being of migrants, in accordance with its mandate as set out in its Constitution adopted
on 19 October 1953 and subsequently amended;

WHEREAS the Hellenic Republic is a Member State of IOM;

WHEREAS, for the fulfilment of its mandate, IOM is desirous to establish a Supply Chain Management
Centre to enhance operational capacities and enable uninterrupted supply chain management for IOM
global operations, striving to ensure the timely and effective delivery of humanitarian aid, in collaboration
with partners, including other United Nations agencies;

WHEREAS the Government of the Hellenic Republic has offered to host and provide, at its own expense,
appropriate premises for the Supply Chain Management Centre and to make them available with all
necessary facilities;

WHEREAS the Host Country Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and IOM signed
on 18 July 2024 provides for the privileges, immunities and facilities of IOM in the Hellenic Republic;

Have agreed as follows:
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Article 1
Definitions

(1) For the purposes of this Memorandum of Understanding:

a) “Centre” means the Supply Chain Management Centre of the International Organization for
Migration;

b) “competent authorities” means the central, local and other authorities competent under the laws
and regulations of the Hellenic Republic;

c) “Director of the Centre” means the IOM Official heading the Centre;

d) “equipment” means any movable item which is provided as accessory to the premises and which
is neither permanently fixed nor specially fitted for the premises, such as information and
communications technology equipment, furniture, kitchen equipment and tableware;

e) “fittings” means any item which, though removable, is considered to be a permanent part of the
premises, such as specially fitted or built-in furniture, lamps and video screens;

f) “Government” means the Government of the Hellenic Republic;

g) “Host Country Agreement” means the Host Country Agreement signed between the Government
of the Hellenic Republic and IOM on 18 July 2024;

h) “installations” means all immovable fixtures, such as machinery, utility and communication lines,
drainage systems and all other systems and facilities which are permanently attached to the
premises;

i) “Organization” or “IOM” means the International Organization for Migration;

j)  “Premises” means the buildings, facilities and plots of land as described in Article 3 and Annex 1.

(2) Terms used and not defined in this Memorandum of Understanding shall have the same meaning as
set out in the Host Country Agreement.

Article 2
Purpose

This Memorandum of Understanding sets forth the agreement of the Parties to establish the IOM Supply
Chain Management Centre and specifies the terms and conditions under which its premises are made
available by the Government to IOM and are used and occupied by IOM in furtherance of its mandate and
functions. The Centre will provide procurement, logistics and other services to enable uninterrupted
supply chain management for IOM’s operations, enhancing its operational efficiency and delivery capacity
for its worldwide activities. The Centre may also be used for training purposes. IOM recognizes the
importance of innovative approaches such as the use of Artificial Intelligence (Al) and state-of-the-art
green logistics in enhancing the humanitarian response capabilities, while creating lasting benefits for
stakeholders and the communities served both in the host country and globally. Upon notification th rough
diplomatic channels and with the written consent of the Government, the Centre may also serve for other
purposes, as may be determined by IOM to fulfill its mission.
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Article 3
Description of the Centre

(1) The Centre shall be established in the city of Thessaloniki in the Hellenic Republic.

(2) The Centre shall comprise the premises as described in Annex 1 (Description of the premises),
which forms an integral part of this Memorandum of Understanding, including;

a) part of the ground floor (approximately 1,250 square meters of storage space and 215 square
meters of office space) and first floor (approximately 300 square meters of office space, 305
square meters in conference rooms and approximatively 200 square meters of entrance hall,
service rooms and technical rooms) of “Building N° 1”, which is part of Thessaloniki
International Fair & Exhibition (TITFE) campus, situated between Egnatia, 3 September, and
Angelaki roads;

b) twenty (20) parking spaces in the vicinity of the premises surveilled and secured by TITFE and
ten (10) bicycle parking spaces with secure frames provided close to the premises.

Article 4
Occupancy and use of the premises

(1) The Government shall make available to I0M, for the duration of this Memorandum of
Understanding, the premises, free of any rent, taxes, duties, levies or other charges.

(2) 10M shall have the right to occupy and use the premises in accordance with this Memorandum of
Understanding. The foregoing shall not entail a transfer of the property of the premises to IOM.

(3) The Government shall ensure that the premises are properly constructed and equipped, including
fitted with IT equipment and connections as described in Annex 1, for IOM’s occupancy and use
by IOM in accordance with this Memorandum of Understanding. In particular, the Government
shall ensure that the buildings, installations, fittings and all other facilities comprised in the
premises as described in Annex 1 are erected in compliance with the applicable building and other
laws, regulations and standards of the Hellenic Republic.

(4) The Government shall make the premises available to IOM safe, fit and ready for use and
occupancy as from 1 October 2025. On this date, the Government shall transfer the right of
exclusive use and occupancy of the premises to IOM, upon certification that the work required to
make the premises available in a condition meeting the requirements in Annex 1 is deemed to be
substantially completed so that IOM can move into the premises and enjoy beneficial occupancy
thereof as intended for its occupation, subject to normal changes required by construction and
field conditions, and compliance with all applicable codes and other requirements. The Parties’
respective responsibilities for the operation, maintenance and repair of the premises as set forth
under Article 5, shall take effect from the date of the transfer of the right of exclusive use and
occupancy of the premises.

If by the date specified in paragraph 4 above, the premises or part of them are not ready for
occupancy and use by IOM, the Government shall make suitable temporary premises available to
IOM for use by the Centre in the same conditions as provided for in this Memorandum of
Understanding, from that date and for a period of 30 days after the date of transfer of the right
of exclusive use and occupancy of the premises to IOM as agreed between the Parties in
paragraph 4 above.

Without prejudice to paragraph 5 above, IOM may request the Government and in such case the
Government shall endeavour to make temporary office premises available to IOM for use by the
Centre in the same conditions as provided for in this Memorandum of Understanding at an earlier
date than specified in paragraph 4, but in any event not earlier than the date of entry into force
of this Memorandum of Understanding.

The Government shall provide IOM with an inventory of the equipment, fittings and any other
movable facilities provided with the buildings comprising the premises at least 30 days prior to
the date specified in paragraph 4, which inventory will be confirmed by I0M within 30 days of
such date.

IOM shall have the right to quiet and peaceful occupancy and use of the premises, without undue
interruptions and disturbances, for the conduct of its activities including any ancillary activities it
may decide to carry out. The Government shall make every effort to ensure that the use of the
vicinity of the premises shall not adversely affect the use of the premises by I0M, and shall
exercise due diligence to ensure the security and protection of the premises, including to prevent
the intrusion of persons from outside the premises. If so requested by the Director of the Centre,
the Government shall ensure the competent authorities provide adequate police force necessary
for the preservation of law and order on the premises or in the immediate vicinity thereof, and
for the removal of persons therefrom.

IOM may, following consultations and written approval by the Government, allow other United
Nations agencies to use the premises for IOM or other United Nations’ purposes. In respect of the
obligations of IOM under this Memorandum of Understanding, any activities undertaken in
furtherance of this provision shall be deemed to be activities of IOM.

Article 5
Maintenance, repairs and alterations of the premises

The Government shall at all times cause the premises, including its installations, equipment,
fittings, structural elements, the roofs, exterior elements, and building systems to be in a safe,
clean and first-class condition and in good working order and repair. The Government shall be
responsible for compliance with all applicable fire and life safety laws and regulations, the cost of
which compliance shall be at the Government’s expense.
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(2) The Government shall, at its own expense, make all required major modifications of or repairs to
the premises, including structural repairs of and replacements to the premises, including
refurbishment of the installations, equipment and fittings therein as required for the effective
functioning of the Centre. This includes in particular measures necessary to preserve the
substance of the buildings, installations and fittings thereon and to eliminate possible
construction defects in the buildings.

The Government shall be responsible, at its own expense, for all extermination services that may
be required, removing trash or debris from the walkways, sidewalks, entryways or other pathways
that provide access to the premises.

(4) Inthe event the Government obtains actual knowledge of the presence of hazardous materials in
the premises in a quantity and of a nature that violate any applicable requirements and that were
notintroduced to the premises by IOM, the Government shall take such action as may be required
to comply with such requirements. The terms “hazardous material” means any flammable items,
explosives, radioactive materials, hazardous or toxic substances, material or waste, or waste
related materials.

(5) 10M shall be responsible, at its own expense, for the orderly operations and routine maintenance
of the premises. It will be responsible for any minor alterations and minor repairs in respect of
the premises. Minor alterations and repairs shall mean day-to-day maintenance tasks necessary
to keep the premises in a usable condition and arising from normal wear and tear.

I0OM may, at its own expense and with notification to the Government, make alterations, additions
or improvements, structural or otherwise, in or to the premises. For non-structural alterations,
additions or improvements in or to the premises, consent of the Government is presumed if no
objection to the notification has been received by IOM within seventy-two (72) hours of such
notification. In any case involving structural alterations, additions or improvements in or to the
premises, IOM shall obtain the prior consent of the Government, which consent shall not
unreasonably be withheld, delayed or conditioned.

(7) 10M shall give prompt notice to the Government in case of any fire or other damage to the
premises and/or buildings. If the premises and/or buildings are damaged by fire, other elements
or casualty, and provided the damage was not cause by IOM’s negligence or willful act or
omission, the Government shall diligently and as soon as practicable after such damage occurs
repair such damage at its own expense. However, if the premises and/or buildings are damaged
by fire, other elements or casualty to such an extent that the damage cannot be fully repaired
within reasonable time from the date of such damage, the Parties shall consult with a view to
promptly identifying other suitable premises to be provided by the Government to IOM on terms
equally favourable to I0M.

(8) 10M may, at its own cost, inscribe, paint, affix, or otherwise display the flag or emblem of IOM or
any other signs, flags, or notices on any part of the outside or inside of the premises.
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(9) Inthe event that IOM vacates the premises, it shall surrender the premises to the Government in
as good a condition as when taken, except for reasonable wear and tear and except for damage
caused by the elements, fire or other causes. IOM shall not be required to restore the premises
to the same shape and state as existed prior to IOM making alterations or additions in accordance
with paragraph 6 of this Article.

Article 6
Operation of the Centre

IOM shall operate the Centre, which shall conduct its activities under this MoU in the Hellenic Republic,
in accordance with its Constitution, regulations, rules, policies and procedures. IOM shall assign to the
Centre such officials, experts on mission and other personnel as is needed for the conduct of its activities
and fulfilment of its purposes. Any such assignment shall be made by IOM in accordance with its staff
regulations, rules and instructions.

Article 7
Utilities and public services for the Centre

(1) 1OM shall bear the costs related to the following consumption use: (i) heating, (ii) water,
(iii) electricity, (iv) telecommunications, (v) waste collection, and (vi) janitorial services.

(2) The Government shall bear the following costs: (i) all costs related to the ventilation system,
(i) operating, maintenance and control costs for elevators, electrical installations and security
devices, and (iii) costs related to the disposal of sewage and removal of hazardous materials.

(3) At the request of the Director of the Centre, the Government shall use its good offices to cause
the providers of utilities and public services to make available all necessary utilities and public
services needed by the Centre, such as, but not limited to, postal, telephone, internet,
telecommunication services, electricity, water, gas, sewerage, waste collection, at a rate not less
favorable than accorded to essential agencies and organs of the Government, other international
organizations or diplomatic missions in the Hellenic Republic.

(4) Where the costs for such utilities and public services are common to and shared amongst the
occupants of the site on which the premises are located, IOM shall only be responsible for the
payment of its share of the costs related to IOM’s own consumption of electricity, water, gas or
other utilities or services.

In case of any interruption or threatened interruption of any such services, the Government shall
consider the needs of IOM as being of equal importance to those of essential agencies and organs
of the Government, and shall take steps to ensure that they are maintained or restored as
expeditiously as possible.
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Article 8
Insurance

(1) The Government shall at all times keep the premises and buildings insured against loss or damage
due to fire, storm or other risks normally insurance against in a sum equivalent to the full
insurance value of the premises and buildings and use all sums received under the policy to
restore the damage to the premises and buildings.

(2) The Government shall also provide and keep in force at all times general liability insurance relating
to the Government’s operation in and around the premises and buildings, including coverage for
personal and bodily injury and death, and damage to others’ property if caused by the
Government maintenance and/or repair of the premises and/or buildings.

Article 9
Indemnity and Limitation of Liability

(1

Each Party will be responsible for its own actions and omissions, including those of its directors,
officials and employees, subject to paragraph 2 below.

(2) The Government shall indemnify, defend and hold IOM harmless from and against all claims
arising out of or in connection with, or related to the breach of this Memorandum of
Understanding, negligence or willful misconduct of the Government, its agents, contractors and
employees. The indemnity obligation of the Government hereunder shall not apply in the case of
claims involving the negligence or willful act or omission of IOM, its directors, officers and
employees.

Article 10
Privileges and immunities

(1) The Government shall grant to the Centre, IOM officials assigned to the Centre, their respective
spouses or registered partners and dependent members of their families, and the experts on
mission participating or contributing to the activities of the Centre, the same privileges,
immunities and facilities as granted to, respectively the Office of the Organization, the officials
assigned to the Office of the Organization and their spouses or registered partners and dependent
members of their families, and the experts on mission performing missions for the Organization
pursuant to the Host Country Agreement. Article 11 of the Host Country Agreement shall apply
to the Director of the Centre.

(2) Notwithstanding paragraph 1 of this Article, IOM at the Centre, its property, income, funds and
assets shall enjoy, within the scope of the IOM'’s activities in the context of this Memorandum of
Understanding:

a. Exemption from all direct taxes.
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b. Exemption from all indirect taxes, including VAT, levies, fees, tolls and duties, excluding
real estate transfer tax, it being understood, however, that IOM shall not request
exemption from taxes which are in fact no more than charges for public utility services
rendered by the competent authorities or by a corporation under the laws and
regulations of the Hellenic Republic at a fixed rate according to the amount of services
rendered, and which can be specifically identified, described and itemized.

c. Exemption from all custom duties, taxes, including VAT, prohibitions and restrictions, on
goods and materials of any type imported or exported for its official use.

d. Exemption from all customs duties, registration tax, annual circulation tax, VAT and any
import and export restrictions on vehicles imported, exported, or purchased by the
Centre for the purpose of IOM operations or intended for the official use of the Centre.
In respect of the vehicles intended for the official use of the Centre, the Government shall
provide diplomatic plates upon request of IOM, and IOM may freely dispose of these
vehicles without any prohibition or restriction and without any customs duties and taxes
after the expiry of a five (5) year period from the date they were imported or purchased
in the Hellenic Republic. Vehicles imported or purchased for IOM operations outside the
Hellenic Republic may be placed under the tax warehouse regime exempted from
guarantee.

(3) The Government shall issue any related ministerial decisions and make appropriate administrative
arrangements to ensure IOM is exempted from duties and taxes at the source, and not subject to
withholding of such duties and taxes, in accordance with the exemptions granted in paragraph 2
above.

(4) The categories of officials and the names of the officials included in these categories, assigned to
the Centre, shall be made known to the Government of the Hellenic Republic, at least every six
months.

Article 11
Access to the premises

(1) The Government shall ensure the competent authorities provide the IOM'’s Director General,
Deputy Directors General, officials, experts on mission, other personnel, contractors and visitors
free and unhindered access to the TITFE campus where the premises are located. If required, IOM
shall notify the competent authorities of the names of the individuals that may require such
access.

Officials of the competent authorities of the Hellenic Republic shall not enter the premises of the
Centre to perform any official duties therein except with the consent of, and under the conditions
approved by, the Director of the Centre. In case of a fire or other emergency requiring prompt
protection action, the consent of the Director of the Centre to any necessary entry into the
premises shall be presumed if the latter cannot be reached in time. Without prejudice to the
above, upon request, with due notice being given and subject to the prior approval of the Director
of the Centre, duly authorized representatives of the competent authorities may enter the
premises in order to inspect the premises for the purposes of maintenance and repair, under
conditions which shall not unreasonably disturb the carrying out of the functions of the Centre.
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Article 12
Confidentiality

(1) All information, including personal data, non-public information of the Parties’ projects,
operations, activities, and other internal affairs, which comes into the Parties’ possession or
knowledge in connection with this Memorandum of Understanding is to be treated as strictly
confidential. Each Party shall respect the confidentiality of such information and not disclose it to
any third party without first obtaining the prior written approval of the other Party.

(2) 1O0M may disclose information related to this Memorandum of Understanding to the extent
required by IOM to meet its transparency and accountability reporting requirements, including as
a member of the International Aid Transparency Initiative (IATI), in accordance with its
regulations, rules, policies and procedures.

Article 13
Settlement of disputes

Any dispute between the Parties concerning the interpretation or application of this Memorandum of
Understanding shall be settled in accordance with Article 18 of the Host Country Agreement.

Article 14
Final provisions

(1) This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force on the date of the receipt of the last
written notification through diplomatic channels by which the Parties notify each other that their
respective internal procedures required for its entry into force have been completed, provided
that on such date the Host Country Agreement has entered into force, or on the date of the entry
into force of the Host Country Agreement, if such date is subsequent to the date of the receipt of
the last written notification. The Memorandum of Understanding shall continue to be in force
until terminated under paragraph 3 of this Article.

(2) The provisions of this Memorandum of Understanding may be amended at any time by written
agreement of the Parties. Consultations thereto shall be conducted at the request of either Party.
Any such amendment shall enter into force in accordance with the procedure set forth in
paragraph 1 of this Article.

(3) This Memorandum of Understanding shall cease to be in force twelve (12) months after either of
the Parties gives notice in writing to the other of its decision to terminate this Memorandum of
Understanding. In any case, this Memorandum of Understanding shall cease to be in force if the
Host Country Agreement ceases to be in force, unless the parties agree otherwise.

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Annex 1
Description of the premises

The premises made available to the Centre for occupancy and use through this Memorandum of
Understanding shall be as follows:

Part of the ground floor and first floor of “Building N° 1” located on the Thessaloniki International Fair &
Exhibition (TITFE) campus between Egnatia, 3 September, and Angelaki roads:

Ground Floor - Storage

® A storage space with an approximate size of 1,250 (one thousand two hundred fifty) square
meters (“sqm”), 4 (four) meter-high ceilings, and a load capacity of 500 (five hundred)
kilograms/sqm to 1,000 (one thousand) kilograms/sqm locally;

¢ Dedicated area for storing nonfood items with palettes and racks accessible by forklifts;

¢ Dedicated area for cold storage with positive temperature room of 40 (forty) sqm;

* Two (2) delivery bay areas: main delivery bay located on north-east facade with a security guard
and a surveillance booth; secondary delivery point located on south-west facade with fixed
platform, office space and a coffee point (the curb and road next to the secondary delivery point
must be adapted for truck access);

* Equipped with climate control maintaining a temperature between 15 degrees Celsius and 27
degrees Celsius and controlling humidity levels (maximum 60% (sixty percent) humidity) to ensure
safe storage of Information Technology (IT) items and similar;

* Fire protection equipment meeting standard requirements for active fire protection, including
systems to perform the functions of detecting a fire, alerting the occupants;

e Fire resistant separation walls (60 (sixty) minutes), preferably in cement blocks, between IOM and
the other tenants;

¢ Two (2) technical rooms;

* Dedicated space for waste management with palettes, cardboard and plastic bins located next to
the delivery bays;

¢ Sufficient protection against break-ins including surveillance cameras;

* Access Control Infrastructure;

e Visual and Sound Alarms.
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Ground Floor — Office Space

* An office space totaling approximately 215 sqm, with four (4) meter-high ceilings;

* Open space setting with 1 (one) closed office;

e Equipped with climate control and mechanical ventilation;

e Windows with double-glazed panes, at a minimum;

e Floors with carpet finishings;

e Fire resistant plasterboard separation walls (60 (sixty) minutes or more depending on local
standards);

e Lighting equipment for the entire floor;

e Fire resistant (30 (thirty) minutes doors or higher depending on local standards);

e Refurbished toilets.
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First Floor — Office Space

* An office space totaling approximately 300 sqm;

e Three (3) closed two-person offices;

e One (1) closed director’s office;

e Five (5) closed one-person offices;

e Equipped with climate control and mechanical ventilation;

e Windows with double-glazed panes, at a minimum;

e Floors with carpet finishings;

* Fire resistant separation walls (sixty (60) minutes or higher according to local standards) with the
conference hall;

e Lighting equipment for the entire floor;

* Soundproofed partitions and doors.

First Floor — Entrance Hall

® The area includes facilities (toilet, etc.) and technical rooms, totaling approximatively 200 sqm;
® Entrance via double doors from the balcony area;

®  Access to the office space and the main conference room;

* Floors with carpet finishings;

¢ Coffee point with a sink, a counter and storage;

* New toilets.

First Floor — Conference Rooms

® One (1) large conference room and 3 (three) smaller ones;

* Plasterboard or light cement bricks, soundproofed separation walls up to the ceiling;

* Soundproofed, double doors with a total width of 180 (one hundred eighty) centimeters (cm) that
open from/to the main conference room from/to the hall;

¢ Soundproofed, single doors with a width of 100 (one hundred) cm that open from/to the smaller
meeting rooms to/from the office space corridor;

¢ New high windows in the conference rooms with double-glazed panes, at a minimum:;

¢ Equipped with climate control and mechanical ventilation with a capacity to accommodate
80 (eighty) people;

e Fire resistant (60 (sixty) minutes), preferably in cement blocks, separation walls with the other
tenants;

® Anemergency exit door under alarm located in one of the separation walls.
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Ground Floor and First Floor - IT, Data, Security and Access Equipment and Requirements

Fiberoptics cable connections, with a capacity of 10 gigabits (Gb) via 2 (two) separate entry points
to accommodate 2 (two) different service providers;

A network distribution room totaling approximately 3 (three) sqm equipped with air conditioning;
Uninterrupted Power Supply (UPS) 3,000KV;

Fire detection and switch bay, including space for a firewall;

Uplink to the first-floor switch-bay racks;

Data distribution with a minimum of RJ45 Cat 5E;

Four (4) connection points per office;

Two (2) connection points for printers;

Ten (10) connection points for the main conference room, including UPS power points;

Six (6) connections points per floor for WiFi with Power Over ethernet Injector (POI) cables, with
a minimum of Cat 5E;

Cable network for access control, sensors, and cameras separated from the data network;

RJ45 Cat7 cables with UPS power supply;

Cameras with 180 (one hundred eighty) degrees vision and lighting/night vision;

Access control and video surveillance central point in the security guard booth;

Twenty (20) parking spaces located in the vicinity of the premises, surveilled and secured by TITFE;
Ten (10) bicycle parking spaces with secure frames located close to the premises.
