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Aircraft Purchase Agreement

THIS AGREEMENT is made on (date)

BETWEEN

1. CANADIAN COMMERCIAL CORPORATION, a Crown Corporation of the Government of Canada having a place
of business at 350 Albert Street, Suite 700, Ottawa, Ontario, Canada (“CCC”); and

2. HELLENIC REPUBLIC / MINISTRY FOR CLIMATE CRISIS AND CIVIL PROTECTION, at 37-39, Kifissias Ave. PC
151 23 Maroussi, Athens, Greece, a government entity existing under the laws of Greece, particularly
according to Presidential Decree No. 70 "Establishment of the Ministry of Climate Crisis and Civil Protection,
transfer of responsibilities between Ministries"(government gazette 161/A/09-09-2021) and Presidential
Decree No. 79 “Appointment of Ministers and Deputy Ministers”(government gazette 131/A/27-06-2023)
(“Purchaser”)

(each a “Party” and collectively “Parties”)

WHEREAS CCC is, for all intents and purposes, an agent of the Government of Canada, and its mandate is to
promote the development of trade between Canada and other countries, and to assist Canadian exporters in
exporting their goods and services from Canada;

AND WHEREAS Purchaser wishes to purchase Aircraft (as hereinafter defined) and certain other items described
in this Agreement from CCC, on the terms and conditions specified herein;

AND WHEREAS Viking Air Limited (“Viking”) is in the business of manufacturing Aircraft and related services,
spare parts and ground support equipment;

AND WHEREAS CCC will subcontract with Viking who will manufacture and deliver the Aircraft and certain other
items required by Purchaser pursuant to the terms and conditions provided in this Agreement;

AND WHEREAS CCC will act as prime contractor pursuant to this Agreement, with CCC being at all times
responsible to Purchaser for the delivery of such Aircraft and other items described in this Agreement,
notwithstanding the foregoing subcontract;

AND WHEREAS Viking plans to complete a legal amalgamation with its affiliate, De Havilland Aircraft of Canada
Limited, on April 1, 2024, pursuant to which Viking would continue under the name “De Havilland Aircraft of
Canada Limited” immediately following the completion of the amalgamation and as a result, all references to
“Viking Air Limited” and “Viking” in this Agreement would refer to “De Havilland Aircraft of Canada Limited” and
“DHC”, respectively;

NOW THEREFORE in consideration of the respective covenants, agreements, representations and warranties of
the Parties herein contained and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which
are acknowledged by each Party, the Parties agree as follows:
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ARTICLE 1 - INTERPRETATION

1.1. Defined Terms

For the purposes of this Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires, the following terms
shall have the respective meanings specified below and grammatical variations of such terms
shall have corresponding meanings (and any terms defined within the various Schedules hereto
shall have the meanings provided therein):

"Acceptance Date" means, with respect to each Purchased Aircraft, the date of execution of the
Certificate of Acceptance by or on behalf of Purchaser or such other date that is deemed to be
the Acceptance Date in accordance with Section 4.3 (e);

"Acceptance Period" has the meaning specified in Section 4.3(c) , and such period may be
extended pursuant to Section 4.3(f)

"Affiliate" means, with respect to any person, any other person that, directly or indirectly
through one or more intermediaries, controls, is controlled by or is under common control with
the subject person, and for the purposes of the foregoing, "control" means, with respect to any
person, such person's power or authority to direct, or cause the direction of, directly or
indirectly, the management, policies or actions of any other person, whether through the
ownership of voting securities or by contract or otherwise;

"Agreement" means this Aircraft Purchase Agreement, including the Table of Contents to this
Agreement (above) as well as all Schedules hereto, as may be amended, modified, supplemented
or restated by the Parties from time to time;

"Aircraft" means the Viking DHC-515 aircraft;

"Airframe" means the airframe of each Purchased Aircraft, which, with the exception of
(i) Hamilton Standard propellers, (ii) avionics as described in Schedule A, and (iii) P&WC engines
(as defined in Schedule B) and subject to any Work Change Order, any Regulatory Change as well
as CCC's rights under Section 4.6;

"Applicable Law" means all public laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, acts, by-laws, rules,
regulations, decrees and orders of any Governmental Authority, which now or hereafter may be
applicable to and enforceable against the relevant person or work or activity in question or any
part thereof, and for the avoidance of doubt, Applicable Law shall include, without limitation,
any public procurement law, and any Canadian, United States and/or any other country’s or
territory’s law, regulation, or other official action (if and to the extent applicable), either
currently existing or decreed, ordained or enacted in the future, under which (i) an export (or
similar) license is required, (ii) an individual or entity is designated as a party with whom
continued trade is prohibited or (iii) any economic sanction or trading prohibition that is
disclosed, and shall include without limitation any United States Treasury Department's Office of
Foreign Assets Control (OFAC) designation of a party or person as a "Specially Designated National"
and/or any other sanctions list disclosed by OFAC or by Global Affairs Canada (GAC);

"Base Price" means the price of each basic-build Aircraft in accordance with the Specification;
"Business Day" means any day other than a Saturday or a Sunday or a day on which banks in
Victoria, British Columbia, Calgary, Alberta and the capital city of the country where Purchaser is
located are required to be closed;

"Certificate of Acceptance" means, with respect to each Purchased Aircraft, the document that,
when signed by or on behalf of Purchaser, will represent Purchaser's acceptance of said Aircraft
in accordance with this Agreement and substantially in the form of Schedule [;
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"Certificate of Airworthiness" or "CofA" means, with respect to each Purchased Aircraft, a
certificate  of airworthiness issued by Transport Canada, in accordance with
Canadian Aviation Regulations (per Part V, Subpart 507);

"Closing" means, with respect to each Purchased Aircraft and as of the relevant Acceptance Date,
the confirmation of receipt by CCC of all payments required to be made by Purchaser hereunder
with respect to the Purchase Price for said Aircraft and the transfer to Purchaser of title in and to
the Purchased Aircraft, via the delivery by CCC to Purchaser of a bill of sale for said Aircraft,
substantially in the form of Schedule J and in accordance with Section 4.10(a);

"Closing Date" means the date on which title in each Purchased Aircraft shall transfer (or has
transferred) from Viking to Purchaser at the direction of CCC, which, subject to the conditions of
Closing, shall occur within three (3) Business Days of the end of the Acceptance Period or such
other date as CCC and Purchaser agree to in writing;

“Confidential Information” means all information (including information in the form not only of
written information but also information which may be transmitted by any other means)
divulged, disclosed or otherwise made available, directly or indirectly, and whether prior to, on
or following the date of this Agreement, by or on behalf of the Disclosing Party or its Affiliates to,
or by any third party who is designated in writing by the Disclosing Party to provide such
information to, the Receiving Party or its Affiliates, relating to the Disclosing Party’s and/or its
Affiliates and their respective business, affairs, financial position, assets, liabilities, operations,
prospects or activities including, without limitation: (i) trade secrets, concepts, plans, patents
pending, patent applications, pre- or post-filing; (ii) research, development, experimental work,
design details and specifications, drawings, works of authorship, models, inventions, processes,
apparatuses, equipment, algorithms, software programs, software source documents, and
formulae related to current, future, or proposed products and services; (iii) product plans,
designs, costs, prices, marketing plans, business opportunities, business models, customer or
supplier contacts, customer or supplier lists, customer or supplier requirements, forecasts,
financials, employees, contractor or consultant information, procurement requirements,
purchasing, manufacturing, investors, or contractual relationships; (iv) information provided to
the Receiving Party regarding third parties, including, without limitation, identity of any proposed
third party partner, customer, supplier or investor; or (v) any other documents or information
directly pertaining to the Disclosing Party and/or its Affiliates together with all analysis,
evaluations, compilations, notes, studies or other documents prepared by the Receiving Party or
its Representatives containing or based upon, in whole or in part, such information. For clarity, as
between the Parties, all information related to the Aircraft, including any such information
provided to the Purchaser or any of its Affiliates by CCC, shall be the Confidential Information of
Viking;

“Critical Supply Chain Delay” has the meaning specified in Section 4.7(a) (vi).

“Customer Support Services” means the customer support services that CCC has agreed to
provide, subject to the terms and conditions contained within Schedule L;

"Deficiency" means, with respect each Purchased Aircraft, a condition that does not conform to
said Aircraft’s Specifications and/or the CCC Limited Warranties, subject to CCC’s rights under
Article 5 and Schedule B, and "Deficiency Notice" means the written notice that may be
delivered to CCC by or on behalf of Purchaser that lists and describes, in specific detail, each
Deficiency;

"Designated Regulator" means EASA or the applicable military regulator of the Purchaser;
“Disclosing Party” means Purchaser, CCC or Viking, when disclosing Confidential Information.
“EASA” means European Union Aviation Safety Agency;

"End Use and End User Certification" means the attestation contained within Schedule H;
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“European Union Representative” means an authorized representative of the European Union
DG ECHO (European Civil Protection and Humanitarian Aid Operations) organisation.

"Excluded Taxes" means any tax of general application imposed on or measured by, or with
respect to, net income, net worth, profits, assets, turnover or capital gains;

“Excusable Event” has the meaning specified in Section 4.7(a);

"Export Airworthiness Certificate" means, with respect to each Purchased Aircraft, a valid
Export Airworthiness Certificate issued by Transport Canada to the Designated Regulator, in the
name of Purchaser, for export to the country of operation, and in accordance with
Canadian Aviation Regulations;

"Final Installment» means the final payment on the outstanding balance of the Purchase Price of
each Purchased Aircraft;

“First Article Inspection Program” or “FAIP” has the meaning specified in Section 4.3(b) ;

"Force Majeure Event" means any bona fide delay or state of affairs generally caused by external
circumstances or occurrences, which constitute an unforeseeable and exceptional situation or
event beyond the control of the Parties and without the fault or negligence of the Party asserting
an event of Force Majeure, that prevents either Party from fulfilling, or delays or restricts a Party
in the fulfilment of, its obligations under this Agreement, including without limitation acts of
God, war, warlike operations, act of the enemy, armed aggression, insurrection, terrorism, riot,
embargo, catastrophes or serious accidents, fire, explosion, earthquake, lightning, flood,
drought, windstorm or other action of the elements;

“FTV Delay” has the meaning specified in Section 4.7(a) (vii)

"Governmental Authority" means any governmental or regulatory authority, department,
ministry, agency, court, tribunal, bureau, commission, governmental arbitrator or arbitration
board or other similar body, whether federal, provincial, state or municipal, or any other political
subdivision or level of government, anywhere in the world;

"GST/HST" means the goods and services and harmonized sales tax imposed under the Excise Tax
Act (Canada);

“Initial Provisioning List”, or “IPL” has the meaning contained within the Section 1.7 of Schedule
K;

"Installment Payment" has the meaning contained within Section 2 of Schedule E;
"Industry-wide Issue” means a supply chain issue that is prevalent across the aerospace industry
which, at the relevant time, causes a shortage of, or results in the delay in delivery of, supplies,
materials, accessories, equipment, tools or parts;

“Launch Customers” means the applicable Governmental Authorities of Croatia, France, Greece,
Italy, Portugal and Spain and “Launch Customer” means any one of them;

"Manuals and Technical Publications” means, collectively, (i) the manuals, technical
publications, service bulletins and other documents provided or otherwise made available by
CCC, Viking or their respective Affiliates, or their respective contractors or agents, that provide
technical or other advice or information to operators of the Aircraft, and (ii) the manuals,
technical publications, service bulletins and other documents that are provided to Viking or its
Affiliates by the suppliers of engines, avionics and other material components of the Aircraft, in
each case as listed in Schedule D;

“Maximum Spares Order Value” has the meaning specified in Schedule K Section 3.

“Monitoring Committee” has the meaning specified in Section 4.13.

“Monitoring Committee Meetings” has the meaning specified in Section 4.13."Original
Readiness Date" means, with respect to each Purchased Aircraft, the estimated target date on
which said Aircraft will be ready for inspection and acceptance activities by Purchaser, as initially
set forth in Schedule F.

“Optional Spares Logistic Service” has the meaning specified in Schedule K.

“Part Manufacturer Approval”, or “PMA”, has the meaning specified in Schedules B and N.
“Payment Milestone Certificate” has the meaning specified in Schedule E.

“Permitted Purpose” means the performance of each Party’s obligations under this Agreement;
"Person" or "person" includes an individual, a partnership, a limited partnership, a corporation, a
limited liability company, an unlimited liability company, an association, a joint stock company, a
trust, a joint venture, an unincorporated organization, or a Governmental Authority (or any
department, agency or political subdivision thereof);

"Purchase Price" means the total purchase price of each Purchased Aircraft, as outlined within
Table 1 of Schedule E, being the Base Price of the applicable Purchased Aircraft plus any
Purchaser Selected Optional Features chosen for such Purchased Aircraft;

"Purchased Aircraft" means the Aircraft purchased pursuant to this Agreement, which have been
collectively listed within Schedule F and shall be manufactured in accordance with the relevant
Specifications (as supplemented to include the Purchaser Selected Optional Features that are
selected for each such Aircraft);

"Readiness Date" means, with respect to each Purchased Aircraft, the date identified by CCC as
the date on which each Purchased Aircraft will be made ready for the inspection and acceptance
activities outlined within Article 4.3;

"Received Payments" means, in respect of each Purchased Aircraft, any and all payments
received by CCC from Purchaser under this Agreement (including all Installment Payments) but
does not include any payments collected by CCC from Purchaser in respect of Taxes;

“Receiving Party” means CCC or Purchaser when receiving Confidential Information;

“Regulatory Change” has the meaning specified in article 4.4 (a);

“Representative” means those employees, officers, directors, agents, legal counsel, service
providers, consultants and auditors of the Receiving Party or any of its Affiliates who have a
need-to-know Confidential Information and are bound by confidentiality obligations substantially
similar to those contained in this Agreement. For greater certainty, in the case of CCC, the term
“Representative” shall include Viking and those employees, officers, directors, agents, legal
counsel, service providers, consultants and auditors of Viking or any of its Affiliates who have a
need-to-know Confidential Information and are bound by confidentiality obligations substantially
similar to those contained in this Agreement.

"Spares and Equipment" or "Spares" means the spare parts and ground support equipment that
are listed within Schedule K, which shall be offered and supplied to the Purchaser, subject to the
terms and conditions contained therein (where applicable);

"Specifications" means the standard specifications for each Purchased Aircraft, classified by DHC-515
aircraft, as more particularly set forth in Schedule A;

“Supplemental Type Certificate”, or “STC”, has the meaning specified in Schedule N.

“Support and Training Services” means, collectively, the Customer Support Services and the
Training Services;

"Taxes" means any and all taxes, fees or duties, including sales, use, value added (including
GST/HST and any corresponding tax imposed under applicable provincial legislation), personal
property, stamp, license, gross receipts, franchise, excise, registration and other like taxes,
assessments, charges, duties, fees or other governmental charges of any kind whatsoever, and
includes additions thereto by way of withholdings, fees, penalties, interest, fines and other
amounts relating thereto but does not include Excluded Taxes;

“TCCA” means Transport Canada Civil Aviation;

“Training Services” means the flight and maintenance training services that CCC has agreed to
provide, subject to the terms and conditions contained within Schedule M;
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"Viking" has the meaning specified in the Recitals;

"Viking Limited Warranties" has the meaning specified in Section 2(a) of Schedule B;

"Viking’s Airframe Warranty" means the limited warranty offered by CCC in respect of the
Airframe of each Purchased Aircraft;

"Work Change Order" has the meaning specified in Section 4.5(c); and

“Work Change Request” has the meaning specified in Section 4.5 (a).

1.2. Sections and Headings

The division of this Agreement into Articles and Sections and the insertion of headings are for
convenience of reference only and shall not affect the interpretation of this Agreement.
Reference in this Agreement to an "Article", "Section" or "Schedule" refers to the specified
Article or Section of, or Schedule to, this Agreement.

1.3. Number and Gender

In this Agreement, words importing only the singular number shall include the plural and vice
versa, and words importing gender shall include all genders.

1.4. Meaning of "Includes"

Whenever the word "include," "includes" or "including" is used in this Agreement, it is deemed
to be followed by the words "without limitation."

1.5. Currency

Unless otherwise indicated, all references to dollar amounts in this Agreement are to the lawful
currency of the United States of America.

1.6. Governing Law, Submission to Jurisdiction and Service of Process & Dispute Resolution

(a) This Agreement, in all respects, including all matters of construction, validity and performance
hereof, shall be construed, interpreted and enforced in accordance with, and the respective rights
and obligations of the Parties shall be governed by, the laws of the Hellenic Republic.

(b) The Parties agree to follow the following process in an attempt to resolve a dispute arising out of
this Agreement:

(i) Any dispute, disagreement, controversy or claim arising out of or in connection with this
Agreement, including any question regarding its negotiation, existence, validity,
interpretation, performance, breach or termination (for purposes of this Section 1.6(b) a
"Dispute"), which cannot be resolved by CCC and the Purchaser within fourteen (14)
days of receipt of a notice of dispute under this clause, shall be referred to, on behalf of
CCC, Attention: General Counsel, or such individual's functional equivalent, and on
behalf of Purchaser, Attention: [ To be completed ] or such individual's functional
equivalent, who shall meet within thirty (30) days of receipt of said notice of dispute, to
attempt to resolve such Dispute within such thirty (30) day period, subject to obtaining
any necessary corporate approvals of such resolution.

(i) Any Dispute not resolved within the period contemplated by Section 1.6(b)(i)shall be
finally settled under the Rules of Arbitration of the International Chamber of Commerce
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(iii)

(iv)

(v)

(vi)

(for purposes of this Section 1.6, the "Rules") by a Tribunal composed of three (3)
arbitrators appointed in accordance with the said Rules.

Notwithstanding Section 1.6(b)(i), where the amount in Dispute is less than one million
dollars ($1,000,000) exclusive of interest and costs, the Parties agree, pursuant to Article
30(2)(b) of the Rules, that the Dispute shall be finally settled under the Expedited
Procedure Provisions of the Rules, by a sole arbitrator appointed by the International
Chamber of Commerce, unless the Parties have agreed on the sole arbitrator within
fifteen (15) days of the Request for Arbitration (as defined in the Rules).

The arbitration shall take place in Switzerland. The language of the arbitration shall be
English.

The Parties shall use their commercially reasonable efforts to cause the hearing on the
merits to take place within one hundred and twenty (120) days of the appointment of
either the sole arbitrator or the last of the three (3) arbitrators, as the case may be. The
arbitration award shall be in writing, shall set forth in reasonable detail the basis for the
decision and shall be rendered within thirty (30) days of the end of the hearing where
there is a sole arbitrator, and within sixty (60) days of the end of the hearing where
there are three (3) arbitrators, provided however that the expiry of the applicable period
will not deprive the arbitrator(s) of jurisdiction to complete the arbitration. The decision
of such arbitrator(s) shall be non-appealable and shall be final and binding upon the
Parties. Further, the Parties agree that they shall not challenge the validity or
enforceability or otherwise object to the decision of such arbitrator(s) in any jurisdiction.

The costs of the arbitration, including lawyers' fees and expenses and the fees and
expenses of the arbitrator(s) and any expert appointed by the arbitrator(s), shall be
allocated in the final award.

(vii) For the purposes of any provisional or interim measure in aid of the arbitration

proceedings and/or in connection with the enforcement of an arbitral award granted to
a Party in respect of a Dispute (in each case, "Judicial Measures"), the Parties hereby
submit to the jurisdiction of the courts located in the Hellenic Republic. For such
purposes, the Parties: (i) consent and agree that the courts of Athens, Greece shall have
exclusive jurisdiction to hear and determine such matters between the Parties, (ii)
expressly submit and consent in advance to the jurisdiction of such courts for such
matters, (iii) waive any objection that each Party may have based upon lack of personal
jurisdiction, improper venue or forum non conveniens and (iv) consent to the granting of
such legal or equitable relief as is deemed appropriate by such courts in connection with
such Judicial Measures. Without prejudice to such provisional or interim measure in aid
of arbitration as may be available under the jurisdiction of a competent court, the
arbitrator(s) shall have full authority to grant provisional or interim measures and to
award damages for the failure of a Party to respect any order of the arbitrator(s) to that
effect.

(viii)All Disputes referred to arbitration (including the scope of the agreement to arbitrate,

(ix)

prescription, set-off claims, conflict of laws rules, and interest claims) shall be governed
by the laws of the Hellenic Republic, without giving effect to any choice or conflict of law
provision or rule that would cause the application of the laws of any other jurisdictions.

The Parties agree that the arbitration shall be kept confidential and that the existence of
the proceeding and any element thereof (including any pleadings, briefs or other
documents submitted or exchanged, any testimony or other oral submissions and any
awards or procedural orders) shall not be disclosed beyond the arbitrator, the Parties,
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their counsel and any other Person necessary to the conduct of the proceeding, except
as may lawfully be required in judicial proceedings relating to the arbitration or
otherwise or as required by law or a Governmental Authority.

(c) If, for the purpose of obtaining or enforcing an arbitral award or judgment against CCC or the
Purchaser, it becomes necessary to convert into any other currency an amount due hereunder,
the conversion shall be made at the rate of exchange prevailing as of the Business Day
immediately preceding the date of said judgment.

1.7. Business Days

If any payment is required to be made or other action is required to be taken pursuant to this
Agreement on a day that is not a Business Day, then such payment or action shall be made or
taken on or before the first succeeding day thereafter that is a Business Day.

1.8. Time of Essence

Time shall be of the essence of this Agreement.

1.9. Entire Agreement

This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties with respect to the
subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior and/or concurrent agreements, understandings,
negotiations and discussions, whether written or oral.

1.10. Amendment and Waivers

No amendment or waiver of any provision of this Agreement shall be binding on any Party unless
consented to in writing by each of the Purchaser and CCC, and for such an amendment to be
valid, this Agreement shall be incorporated by reference. No waiver of any provision of this
Agreement shall constitute a waiver of any other provision, nor shall any waiver constitute a
continuing waiver unless otherwise provided.

1.11. Severability

Each provision of this Agreement is hereby declared to be separate, severable and distinct;
accordingly, if any provision is determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid,
illegal or unenforceable in any respect, such determination shall not impair or affect the validity,
legality or enforceability of the remaining provisions hereof.

1.12. Successors and Assigns

This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and shall be binding on and enforceable by the
Parties and, where the context so permits, their respective successors, heirs, executors, personal
representatives and/or permitted assigns.

1.13. Language

This Agreement has been written and executed in, and all other communications under or in
connection with this Agreement shall be in, the English language. Any translation into any other
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language shall not be an official version thereof, and in the event of any conflict in interpretation
between the English version and such translation, the English version shall govern.

ARTICLE 2 — PURCHASE AND SALE OF AIRCRAFT, SPARES AND CUSTOMER SUPPORT SERVICES; CONDITIONS;

Condition

CCC is not required to perform its obligations under this Agreement unless the following
condition is satisfied, which condition is for the exclusive right of CCC and may only be waived in
writing, in whole or in part, by CCC in its sole discretion: CCC concluding aircraft purchase
agreements with one or more Launch Customers by December 31, 2024, or at the earliest
convenience as may be determined by CCC in its sole discretion, pursuant to which such Launch
Customers agree, in the aggregate, to purchase a minimum [..]-Aircraft (the “Delivery
Condition”).

If the Delivery Condition is not satisfied, waived or extended by the applicable time, then the
Original Readiness Date for the Purchased Aircraft shall be postponed by an equivalent number
of days following such time: (i) as is required for the Delivery Condition to be satisfied; or (ii)
which have elapsed until the Delivery Condition is waived. Purchaser shall not benefit from any
remedy in connection with any such delays, including, for greater certainty, under Section 4.7,
and CCC shall not be liable for, and not be in default under this Agreement on account of, any
such delays.

In the event that the Delivery Condition is not satisfied, waived or extended by the applicable
time, CCC may terminate this Agreement by providing written notice to the Purchaser in
accordance with Section 7.1(c).

Licence to Use Manuals and Technical Publications

Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement and in accordance with Schedule D, at the
time of Closing, as contemplated in Section 4.11, CCC shall cause to be made available to
Purchaser those Manuals and Technical Publications listed in Schedule D, and such other
Manuals and Technical Publications as CCC, Viking, its Affiliates or their respective suppliers may
make available to Purchaser. Effective as of the Closing Date, Purchaser shall be granted a non-
exclusive, limited licence to use the Manuals and Technical Publications in accordance with this
Agreement.

The Purchaser acknowledges that the Manuals and Technical Publications provided under this
Agreement and any other data, drawings or information mentioned in the Specification are
proprietary to Viking or its suppliers and that all rights to copyright belong to Viking or its
suppliers and shall be kept confidential by the Purchaser and shall not be disclosed by the
Purchaser to a third party without the prior written consent of Viking and then only to allow the
Purchaser to maintain, operate or repair the Purchased Aircraft and only if the third party agrees
in writing to respect the provisions of this Article 2.3.

The licence granted under Section 2.3 is non-transferrable, except that upon prior written notice
by Purchaser to Viking, Purchaser (and any subsequent transferees) may transfer such licence to
that Person: (i) who acquires Purchaser's (or its transferee’s) entire right, title and interest in and
to the Purchased Aircraft; (ii) to whom this Agreement is otherwise assigned in accordance with
the terms hereof; or (iii) who the Purchaser has contracted to provide services for the operation
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(inclusive of Support and Training Services), repair and/or maintenance of the Aircraft (which
Person shall be deemed to be a Representative of the Purchaser), provided that any such Person
first agrees in writing to accept and be bound by the terms and conditions of this Section 2.3
and Sections 4.10, 4.11 and 4.12 with respect to the Manuals and Technical Publications by
signing a transferee acknowledgement in the form set forth in Schedule N.

ARTICLE 3 — PURCHASE PRICE & PAYMENT TERMS

3.1 Purchase Price

The total value of this Agreement as well as a breakdown of the Purchase Price of each
Purchased Aircraft is contained within Table 1 of Schedule E; each Installment Payment referred
to therein shall be made by Purchaser in accordance with Table 2 of Schedule E, subject to any
additional terms, conditions and limitations contained within this Article 3.

3.2 Payment of Purchase Price

(a) No payment from the Purchaser shall be due until CCC informs Launch Customers that the
Delivery Condition set out in Article 2.2 has been met or waived.

(b) Any interest that accrues with respect to any Installment Payment will be for CCC's benefit and
will not be applied toward the satisfaction of any portion of the Purchase Price.

(c) Each Installment Payment that is required to be made to CCC by Purchaser shall be made by wire
transfer to CCC’s designated account, in accordance with Schedule E.

(d) Subject to Section 3.2(e), and without in any way limiting CCC’s rights pursuant to Article 7, in
the event that Purchaser fails to make any Installment Payment of such payment becoming due,
[...] from the date that CCC delivers to Purchaser an invoice, a Payment Milestone Certificate,
interest (which shall in no case be a negative amount) shall accrue on the unpaid Installment
Payment at an annual rate of the interest equal to [...] and will be calculated daily from the
relevant due date for such Installment Payment. The interest rate for the first half of the calendar
year in question shall be the rate [...]; and, for the second half of the year in question, shall be
the rate in force on July 1 of that year. In all cases until the date on which such payment is
satisfied. In the case where any Installment Payment is outstanding for more than [...], the
applicable Readiness Date shall be extended by such period. Upon receipt of all unpaid
Installment Payments, and provided CCC has not exercised its right of termination pursuant to
Article 7, CCC shall present the Purchaser with the new Readiness Date in writing, which, upon
issuance by CCC, shall be the Readiness Date.

(e) The final Installment Payment, being the Final Balance (representing any balance owed on the
Purchased Aircraft as of the Closing Date) shall be paid by the Purchaser to CCC prior to the
transfer of title for each Purchased Aircraft.

33 Taxes

(a) Purchaser acknowledges and agrees that the Purchase Price and any Installment Payments in
respect thereof do not include Taxes that are or may be imposed upon CCC, Viking, Purchaser or
the Purchased Aircraft (and/or, where applicable, the Spares and Equipment and/or Customer
Support Services).
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Purchaser agrees that it shall be solely responsible for, and shall pay, any and all Taxes referred to
in Section 3.3.(a) in accordance with Applicable Law which may be levied, assessed or imposed
by any Governmental Authority, other than a Canadian Governmental Authority, as a result of or
in connection with this Agreement or the transactions contemplated hereunder

CCC agrees that it shall be solely responsible for, and shall pay, any and all Taxes referred to in
Section 3.3.(a) in accordance with Applicable Law which may be levied, assessed or imposed by
any Canadian Governmental Authority, as a result of or in connection with this Agreement or the
transactions contemplated hereunder.

Work Change Requests
CCC may, from time to time, advise Purchaser of new options and other proposed changes to the
Specifications, and if Purchaser wishes to accept the same, CCC may submit to Purchaser a quote
for any additional costs that will apply, for Purchaser’s consideration and timely written

approval, which approval shall be communicated by Purchaser to CCC via a written request for
such change (in this Section 4.5, a "Work Change Request").

Within fifteen (15) Business Days from and after the date on which CCC receives a
Work Change Request from Purchaser, CCC shall advise Purchaser in writing, in respect of each
affected Purchased Aircraft:

(i) if and where applicable, whether such configuration changes may only be
accommodated outside of the standard production work flow, and

(ii) of any change to the Purchase Price and/or Readiness Date.

Should Purchaser agree with CCC's determination concerning the scope of the
Work Change Request that may be accommodated as well as the proposed changes to the
Purchase Price and Readiness Date, Purchaser and CCC shall execute written change order
including specifications of the said change(s), which shall constitute an amendment to this
Agreement (a "Work Change Order").

For the avoidance of doubt, CCC shall not be required to give effect to or make any of the
changes specified within any given Work Change Request in the absence of a Work Change Order
mutually agreed to and executed by both CCC and the Purchaser.

CCC’s Right To Make Changes
Prior to the Readiness Date of each Purchased Aircraft, CCC shall have the right (but not the
obligation) and subject to the agreement of the Monitoring Committee, to make changes to the
Aircraft, including to the Specifications, and to substitute equivalent equipment, accessories or
materials therein, if CCC determines that such changes or substitutions are necessary or
desirable, including for the purpose of preventing delays in the manufacture or delivery of said
Purchased Aircraft or improving the performance, ability to produce, stability, control, utility,
safety, pilot workload, maintenance or appearance of such Aircraft; provided, however, that
these changes or substitutions shall not adversely affect the Readiness Date for the applicable
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Purchased Aircraft in any material respect or the performance of the Aircraft with respect to
section 2.1(b), or required maintenance for said Aircraft. All costs of any such changes shall be
CCC's responsibility. In the event that CCC exercises its right under this Section 4.6, CCC shall
notify Purchaser in writing of any material changes to the Purchased Aircraft, including to the
Specifications.

deliver to Purchaser at Viking's facility in Alberta, Canada (and/or at the facility of any of Viking’s
Affiliates or designated aircraft service provider within or outside of Alberta):

(b) Risk of loss in the Purchased Aircraft shall pass from CCC to Purchaser on each Closing Date,
notwithstanding that the applicable Purchased Aircraft, or any part thereof, may thereafter
remain in Viking's or any of its respective Affiliate’s possession by mutual agreement between
Purchaser and CCC.

If, at any time after the relevant Closing Date, the applicable Purchased Aircraft or any part
thereof (including, where applicable, any Spares and Equipment to be contained within) remains
in or is returned to CCC's care, custody or control for any purpose, Purchaser shall: (i) agree to
such terms and conditions relating thereto as CCC may require (for certainty, including, without
limitation, the payment of any storage and other fees/expenses as CCC may specify), and (ii)
retain the risk of loss thereof. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Purchaser hereby
agrees to waive, and does waive, on behalf of itself and its insurance carriers, any claim, by way
of subrogation or otherwise, against CCC for damages to or loss of the Purchased Aircraft, or any
part thereof (again, including any applicable Spares contained therein), by reason of such care,
custody or control unless such claim results from the gross negligence or willful misconduct of
CCC or Viking.

Delivery of Manuals and Technical Publications

CCC shall deliver to Purchaser according to Schedules D and M, at no additional charge and for a
period of [..] from the applicable Closing Date, revisions, updates and amendments to the
relevant Manuals and Technical Publications, in hard copy or electronic format as determined by
Viking from time to time, all of which once provided by CCC to Purchaser will be automatically
included in the licence granted by Viking pursuant to Section 2.3. [...] of the relevant Closing
Date, if Purchaser wishes to continue to receive such revisions, updates and amendments,
Purchaser shall be required to subscribe to the Manuals and Technical Publications directly from
the relevant supplier, at the then-current subscription rates.

Acknowledgement and Restrictions

Purchaser acknowledges that the Aircraft, the Spares, the Equipment, the Specifications and the
Manuals and Technical Publications (including any and all technical data, publications, manuals,
instructions, specifications, drawings, designs, trade secrets, know-how, improvements,
concepts, plans and other information, in whatever medium or format provided, including any
revisions thereto, provided by or on behalf of CCC, Viking, its Affiliates or contractors in
connection with this Agreement, any separate maintenance agreement entered into in
connection with the Purchased Aircraft or otherwise provided or made available for use in
connection with the Purchased Aircraft) represent, embody, incorporate, embed and/or
otherwise include proprietary intellectual property, and are the Confidential Information of
Viking, its Affiliates or their respective suppliers or licensees.

Neither the sale of the Purchased Aircraft and/or the Spares and Equipment pursuant to this
Agreement nor the grant of the licence to use the Manuals and Technical Publications under
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Section 2.3 does or will be deemed to include the transfer of any ownership of, or the grant to
Purchaser of any other right with respect to, any registered or unregistered designs, copyrights,
patents, trademarks or other industrial or intangible property rights of a similar nature that are
used by Viking, its Affiliates or their respective suppliers or licensees in the creation or
development of, or that are embodied, incorporated, embedded or otherwise included or
illustrated in, such Purchased Aircraft, Spares and Equipment or Manuals and Technical
Publications, as applicable.

413 Monitoring Committee

CCC and Purchaser shall attend and participate in meetings (the “Monitoring Committee
Meetings”), to be scheduled not more than once per calendar quarter, to review, among other
matters that may be reasonably agreed to by the Parties, the current status of the Purchased
Aircraft and other relevant matters under this Agreement. The Monitoring Committee Meetings
shall be attended by not more than five (5) employees or consultants of each of CCC, each of the
Launch Customers and Viking and not more than five (5) employees or consultants of European
Union Representatives of the European Commission provided such European Union
Representative employees or consultants have entered into a confidentiality agreement with
CCC (the “Monitoring Committee”) and may be held virtually or in-person (and in the case of in-
person Monitoring Committee Meetings, each Party shall be responsible for their own costs and
expenses of attending such in-person Monitoring Committee Meetings) as determined
collectively by the Monitoring Committee. At the Monitoring Committee Meetings, CCC shall
provide a progress summary to the Purchaser, which progress summary may include: (i) a
summary of the progress made during the report period; (ii) a summary of the plans for the
ensuing report period; (iii) a statement as to whether the Purchased Aircraft are tracking behind
schedule, on schedule or ahead of schedule with respect to the applicable Readiness Dates; and
(iv) summary of known potential problem areas which may impact the delivery of the Purchased
Aircraft on the applicable Readiness Dates. At the sole discretion of CCC, the Monitoring
Committee Meetings may be held and combined with the monitoring committees constituted
under other agreements for the purchase and sale of Aircraft to which CCC is a party. All
Confidential Information disclosed or exchanged by the Parties at the Monitoring Committee
Meetings shall be subject to the terms and conditions of Article 9 of this Agreement. The
participation of the Purchaser in the Monitoring Committee shall terminate upon the Closing of
the Purchaser’s last Aircraft provided in Schedule F.

ARTICLE 5 — WARRANTIES

The Viking New Aircraft Warranty Policy set forth in Schedule B to this Agreement and the Spares
and Equipment Warranty Policy set forth in Schedule C to this Agreement (if applicable) shall, on
each Closing Date be issued directly by Viking to the Purchaser for such Aircraft and/or Spares
and Equipment delivered on such Closing Date, as applicable, and all warranty claims,
administration and other matters regarding the Viking New Aircraft Warranty Policy and the
Viking Spares and Equipment Warranty Policy shall be facilitated directly by Viking.
Notwithstanding the foregoing but subject to the limitations, exclusions and other terms and
conditions set forth in the Viking New Aircraft Warranty Policy and the Spares and Equipment
Warranty Policy (if applicable), CCC shall remain responsible for and be liable to the Purchaser for
the delivery and performance of the Viking New Aircraft Warranty Policy and the Spares and
Equipment Warranty Policy (if applicable) as detailed under Schedules B and C, respectively.

There is no requirement for Purchaser to make any filing with, give any
notice to or obtain any licence, permit, certificate, registration, authorization, consent or approval of,
any Governmental Authority or any other Person as a condition to the lawful consummation of the
transactions contemplated by this Agreement;

Anti-Corruption; Anti-Bribery; Ethical Practices. Neither Purchaser nor any of its officers, employees,
agents, mandataries or representatives (in this Section 6.1(e), an “Official”) has taken, will take or has
failed to take any action which would cause them to be in violation of any anti-bribery or anti-
corruption law or any similar law of any jurisdiction, including without limitation the request for or
acceptance of, or the authorization of a request for or acceptance of, (i) any direct or indirect
payment or a promise of payment of money or anything of value from any person, private or public,

Purchaser will not sell, lease, assign or otherwise transfer its rights in the
Purchased Aircraft, and/or Spares and Equipment in contravention of this Agreement, including
Schedule H. For the avoidance of doubt, CCC's obligations under this Agreement are made
conditional upon Purchaser’s credible execution of and adherence to the terms contained within
said End Use and End User Certification. The Purchaser shall complete and deliver Schedule H to CCC
prior to the Closing of the Purchaser’s first Aircraft provided in Schedule F.
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(h) GST/HST Matters. In respect of Canadian tax legislation, Purchaser is a non-resident of Canada, is
not registered for GST/HST purposes, does not carry on business in Canada, does not have a
permanent establishment in Canada and is not otherwise obligated for any reason relating to
Purchaser's affairs or business to pay Taxes in Canada. With respect to each Purchased Aircraft
(and/or, where applicable, the Spares and Equipment), the Purchaser (i) will export such Purchased
Aircraft (and/or, where applicable, the Spares and Equipment) as soon as is reasonably possible
after delivery of the Purchased Aircraft (and/or, where applicable, the Spares and Equipment)
having regard to the circumstances surrounding the exportation and, where applicable, normal
business practice of Purchaser; (ii) is not acquiring the Purchased Aircraft (and/or, where applicable,
the Spares and Equipment) for consumption, use or supply in Canada before exportation by
Purchaser; (iii) will ensure that, after delivery and before export, such Purchased Aircraft (and/or,
where applicable, the Spares and the Equipment) is not processed, transformed or altered in Canada
except to the extent reasonably necessary or incidental to its transportation; (iv) if required, will
provide to CCC, Viking and/or the Canada Revenue Agency, with evidence satisfactory to the
Minister of National Revenue (Canada) of the exportation of the Aircraft (and/or, where applicable,

(whether written or oral) to which CCC is a party or by which it is bound; (ii) any provision of the
CCC Act (Canada) or by-laws of CCC; (iii) any judgment, decree, regulation, order or award of any
Governmental Authority having jurisdiction over CCC; or (iv) any Applicable Law;

(d) Consents and Approvals. Except with respect to Viking’s receipt of a type certificate for the
Aircraft, and Viking’s receipt of a Certificate of Airworthiness and the Export Airworthiness
Certificate (where applicable) for the Purchased Aircraft, there is no requirement for CCC to
make any filing with, give any notice to or obtain any licence, permit, certificate, registration,
authorization, consent or approval of, any Governmental Authority or any other Person as a
condition to the lawful completion of the transactions contemplated by this Agreement, other
than those which have been or will be made, given or obtained by CCC;

(e) Anti-Corruption; Anti-Bribery; Ethical Practices. Neither CCC or Viking nor any of its directors,
officers, employees, agents, mandataries or representatives (in this Section 6.1(e), an “Official”)
has taken, will take or has failed to take any action which would cause them to be in violation of
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any anti-bribery or anti-corruption law or any similar law of any jurisdiction, including without
limitation the request for or acceptance of, or the authorization of a request for or acceptance
of, (i) any direct or indirect payment or a promise of payment of money or anything of value
from any person, private or public, with the intent of: (A) influencing any act or decision of such

Viking is the registered and beneficial owner of the Purchased Aircraft and the Spares and
Equipment (if applicable) with good legal and beneficial title thereto, which Purchased Aircraft
and Spares and Equipment (if applicable) shall be free and clear of all encumbrances and adverse
claims as of the Closing Date, other than the rights of the Purchaser created pursuant to this
Agreement;

Third Party Rights. Except with respect to Viking’s receipt of a type certificate for the Aircraft,
and Viking’s receipt of a Certificate of Airworthiness and the Export Airworthiness Certificate
(where applicable) for the Purchased Aircraft, effective as of the applicable Closing Date for each
Purchased Aircraft, the completion of the sale of the Purchased Aircraft shall not infringe,
misappropriate, misuse or violate the rights of any third party Person or breach any duty or
obligation owed to any third party Person.

(e) in the circumstances described in Section 4.1 b for the production slots of the Purchased Aircraft
(f) in the event that the Acceptance Period extends to a date beyond the remaining period of Non-

Excusable Delay under this Agreement, following the issuance by the Purchaser of a Deficiency
Notice to CCC under Section 4.3f, and the Purchaser and CCC are unable to resolve the matter in
accordance with Section 4.3.(h) , the Purchaser shall be entitled to terminate this Agreement
with respect to applicable Purchased Aircraft.

in each case, by providing at least thirty (30) calendar days’ prior written notice to CCC.
7.3 Effect of Termination

(a) If CCC terminates this Agreement (in whole or in part) in accordance with Section 7.1(b), then
CCC shall have the right, at its sole discretion, and without prejudice to any other rights or
remedies it may have under this Agreement, at law, in equity or otherwise, to seek to
retain any Received Payments, and to apply such amounts as payment, in whole or in part,
to damages resulting from such default of Purchaser.

(b) If CCC terminates this Agreement (in whole or in part) in accordance with Section 7.1.(a) or
Section 7.1(c), CCC shall remit to Purchaser all Received Payments that have been made in
respect of the applicable terminated Purchased Aircraft less any amounts otherwise owing by
Purchaser to CCC under this Agreement.

(c) The rights described in Sections 7.3a and Section 7.3.(b) are in addition to any other rights or
remedies that CCC may have under this Agreement, including Section 8.1, with respect to the
affected Purchased Aircraft, the Spares and Equipment and the Manuals and Technical
Publications.

(d) If Purchaser terminates this Agreement (in whole or in part) in accordance with Sections
7.2(b), 7.2(c), 7.2(d), 7.2(e) or 7.2(f), Purchaser shall be reimbursed the Received Payments in
respect of the applicable terminated Purchased Aircraft less any amounts otherwise owing by
Purchaser or any of its Affiliates.

(e) If Purchaser terminates this Agreement (in whole or in part) in accordance with Section 7.2(a),
CCC shall be reimbursed by the Purchaser for all amounts, costs, liabilities or expenses that have
been incurred or accrued by CCC on the account of such terminated Purchased Aircraft, which
may be set off against the Received Payments paid to CCC.

(f) The rights described under Section 7.3(d) of this Agreement are in addition to any other rights or
remedies that Purchaser may have under this Agreement, including Section 8.2.

ARTICLE 8 — INDEMNIFICATION & LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

and/or in connection with any Customer Support Services), or any other acts or omissions by any
Purchaser Indemnifying Party, except in each case, to the extent attributable to the gross
negligence or willful misconduct of CCC or Viking;

except for the warranty obligations expressly undertaken by Viking in Schedules B and C, with
respect to any and all warranties, express, implied or statutory (including the implied warranties
to merchantability and fitness);

except as expressly undertaken by CCC in this Agreement, with respect to any duties, obligations
and liabilities in tort or contract arising by law or otherwise, including for strict liability or
product liability; or

arising out of any infringement by Purchaser of Viking’s, its Affiliates’ or their respective
suppliers’ or licensees’ proprietary intellectual property.

Indemnification by CCC

General Indemnity by CCC

Subject to Section 8.4, CCC hereby releases, discharges and agrees to indemnify and hold

(i) which may be suffered by, accrued against, be charged to or
recoverable from any Purchaser Indemnified Party, in any case:

(a) arising from, relating to or otherwise with respect to the breach of any material representation,
warranty or covenant of CCC contained in this Agreement;

(b) arising out of, directly or indirectly, or in any way connected with, the inspection and acceptance
flight(s) of the Purchased Aircraft contemplated in Section 4.3.a by Purchaser and its authorized
representatives, whether on the ground or in flight, or arising out of, directly or indirectly, or in
any way connected with the storage of the Purchased Aircraft at Viking's facility in Alberta,
Canada (and/or at the facility of any of Viking’s Affiliates or designated aircraft service provider
within or outside of Alberta) under Section 4.3.d, where attributable to the gross negligence or
willful misconduct of CCC or its affiliates;

Patent Infringement Indemnity by CCC

(c) In the case of any actual or alleged infringement of any valid patent issued under the laws of
Canada or the United States which exists as of the Closing Date or, subject to the conditions and
exceptions set forth in Section 8.2(e), any valid patent issued as of the Closing Date under the
laws of the Hellenic Republic (In this Section 8.2, "Other Patents"), or by any system, accessory,
equipment or part installed in the Purchased Aircraft as of the Closing Date, subject to Section
8.4, CCC shall indemnify, protect and hold harmless Purchaser from and against all claims,
demands, proceedings, actions, causes of action, judgments, damages, losses, liabilities,
deficiencies, costs and expenses directly resulting from such actual or alleged infringement. The
foregoing indemnity does not apply to: (i) any Purchaser-furnished equipment; (ii) avionics,
engines or any system, accessory, equipment or part that was not manufactured by Viking or an
Affiliate of Viking or by a third party to Viking's detailed design; or (iii) any system, accessory,
equipment or part manufactured by a third party to Viking’s detailed design but without Viking's
authorization.

(d) In addition, in the event that Purchaser is prevented from using the Purchased Aircraft (whether
by a valid judgment or a court of competent jurisdiction or by a settlement) in connection with
such an actual or alleged patent infringement contemplated in Section 8.2(c), CCC shall, at its
expense and discretion, either:

Purchaser's remedies and CCC’s obligations and liabilities under this Section 8.2 are conditional
upon: (i) Purchaser giving CCC written notice within twenty (20) calendar days after Purchaser
receives notice of a suit or action against Purchaser alleging infringement or within twenty (20)
calendar days after Purchaser receives any other written claim or allegation of infringement; (ii)
Purchaser using reasonable efforts to cooperate with CCC to reduce or mitigate any such
expenses, damages, costs or royalties involved; and (iii) Purchaser furnishing promptly to CCC all
data, papers and records in its possession or control which would reasonably be considered to
be necessary or useful to resist and defend against such claim or suit or as CCC may reasonably
request from time to time. CCC may at its option conduct negotiations with any party claiming
infringement and may intervene in any suit or action. Whether or not CCC intervenes, CCC shall
be entitled at any stage of the proceedings to assume or control the defense.

General Duty to Mitigate
Each Party shall at all times take commercially reasonable steps to minimize and mitigate any loss
for which it is entitled to bring a claim against, or with respect to which it is indemnified by, the
other Party pursuant to this Agreement.

No Indirect Damages

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Agreement, neither Party shall have
the right to claim damages under or in connection with or for breach of this Agreement, in tort
or on any other basis whatsoever, and the indemnities in Article 8 shall not apply, to the extent
that any loss claimed by either Party is (i) for punitive, exemplary or aggravated damages; (ii) for
loss of profits, loss of use, loss of production, loss of business or loss of business opportunity or
(iii) is a claim for consequential loss or for indirect loss of any nature suffered or alleged suffered
by either Party.

9.1 Use of and Obligation to Protect Confidential Information

(e) any Confidential Information provided by the Receiving Party to any third party, where expressly
authorized by this Agreement, shall be (i) in tangible form, (ii) remain at all times the property of
the Disclosing Party, or if so designated by the Disclosing Party, of an Affiliate, customer, or
supplier of the Disclosing Party and (iii) be returned to the Disclosing Party upon termination of
this Agreement in accordance with the terms hereof

9.2 Rights in Confidential Information

The Receiving Party hereby acknowledges and agrees that except as otherwise expressly provided for in
this Agreement:

(i) any and all Confidential Information is and will remain the property of the Disclosing
Party or its designated Affiliates, customer or supplier, as applicable; and

(i) none of the Disclosing Party, any of its Affiliates nor any of their respective
Representatives has granted to the Receiving Party or its Affiliates or Representatives any
license, copyright or similar right with respect to any of the Confidential Information or
any other information provided or made available to the Receiving Party by or on behalf
of the Disclosing Party.

9.3 Responsibility for Unauthorized Disclosure

(a) The Receiving Party hereby accepts full responsibility for unauthorized disclosure of Confidential
Information by the Receiving Party or any of its Representatives. The Receiving Party shall be
responsible for any breach of this Agreement by the Receiving Party or any of its Representatives
and shall defend, indemnify and save harmless the Disclosing Party from and against all actions,
causes of action, proceedings, claims, demands, damages, losses, expenses, penalties, fines and
costs that the Disclosing Party may suffer or incur as a result of, or in connection with, any such
breach of this Agreement. Without limiting the foregoing, the Receiving Party agrees to
promptly notify the Disclosing Party in writing upon discovery of any use of Confidential
Information by the Receiving Party or its Representatives in violation of this Agreement (in this
Section 9.3, an “Unauthorized Use”) or any disclosure of Confidential Information by the
Receiving Party or its Representatives in violation of this Agreement (in this Section 9.3, an
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(b)

“Unauthorized Disclosure”), and to cooperate with the Disclosing Party in a reasonable manner
to ensure that:

(i) in the event of an Unauthorized Disclosure, that, where possible, the Confidential
Information so disclosed is recovered from, or destroyed by, the recipient, and

(ii) in the event of an Unauthorized Use, no further Unauthorized Use occurs.

The Receiving Party agrees that any breach or violation of this Article by the Receiving Party or any of
its Representatives may cause serious and/or irreparable harm to the Disclosing Party and the
Disclosing Party shall have the right to seek an injunction against the Receiving Party and/or any of
its Representatives to prevent an Unauthorized Use or Unauthorized Disclosure. The Receiving Party
acknowledges that this right to an injunction is necessary as any other remedy may be insufficient to
fully compensate the Disclosing Party for the harm or injury caused. The right to injunctive relief
shall be in addition to all other rights or remedies available to the Disclosing Party, by contract, at law
or in equity, as a result of any breach or violation of this Article by the Receiving Party or any of its
Representatives.

Purchaser acknowledges that any Confidential Information disclosed by CCC in connection with the
Permitted Purpose shall be deemed Confidential Information of both CCC and Viking, and, as such,
Viking shall benefit from any and all of CCC’s rights and remedies in connection with an
Unauthorized Use or Unauthorized Disclosure of such Confidential Information by Purchaser.

Exceptions to Confidential Information
Notwithstanding the foregoing, “Confidential Information” shall not include information:

(i) which is in the public domain through no fault of the Receiving Party or any of its
Representatives;

(i) which was known to the Receiving Party prior to disclosure by the Disclosing Party or its
Representatives, as evidenced by written proof satisfactory to the Disclosing Party and
which, for clarity, is not subject to any obligations of confidentiality of the Receiving
Party or any of its Affiliates owing to the Disclosing Party or any of its Affiliates;

(iii) which was independently developed by the Receiving Party without the use of the
Disclosing Party’s or any of its Affiliates’ Confidential Information or in breach of this
Agreement or any other agreement between the Receiving Party or its Affiliates and the
Disclosing Party or its Affiliates;

(iv) which was lawfully disclosed to the Receiving Party by a third party (in this Section 9.4,
“Specified Third Party”) without breach of (i) this Agreement by the Receiving Party or
its Representatives or (ii) any other agreement or obligation of confidentiality owing to
the Disclosing Party or its Affiliates by such Specified Third Party in respect of such
information, provided, in the latter case, such information was not information subject
to confidentiality undertakings (i.e. confidential information) for purposes of such
agreement with such Specified Third Party; and

(v) to the extent such disclosure is required by applicable law, including, without limitation,
a validly issued administrative or judicial demand or request or disclosures by Viking or
its Affiliates pursuant to Section 9.4(b) below.

In the event that the Receiving Party is required by applicable law to disclose any Confidential
Information, the Receiving Party shall notify the Disclosing Party in writing at least fifteen (15)
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days or such other period as required by Applicable Law prior to such intended disclosure (unless
the Receiving Party is prohibited by applicable law from providing such notification) and shall
cooperate with the Disclosing Party to restrict such disclosure to the fullest extent possible.

9.5 Exchange of Information

Notwithstanding the terms of this Agreement, the Parties may disclose to third parties
Confidential Information to airworthiness authorities, other applicable regulatory authorities,
administrative authorities or any other relevant entity for the purposes of this Agreement, all
information necessary to certify the Aircraft, or to address any airworthiness or safety issue, or
to assist in an accident or incident investigation, or as otherwise deemed necessary.

9.6 Destruction of Confidential Information

The Receiving Party shall, promptly upon the request by the Disclosing Party, or in any event
upon termination of this Agreement, return or destroy any Confidential Information provided to
the Receiving Party or any of its Representatives, including, for greater certainty, the Manuals
and Technical Publications, that exists in any form including Confidential Information
incorporated into materials prepared by the Receiving Party or its Representatives (with such
return or destruction being certified in writing by an officer of the Receiving Party), except for:

(a) copies of Confidential Information which the Receiving Party is required to retain in order to
satisfy the requirements of any law, regulation, or securities exchange rule governing the
conduct of the Receiving Party to the extent such copies are retained in accordance with the
confidentiality and non-use obligations specified in this Agreement;

(b) copies of any computer records and files containing any Confidential Information which have
been created pursuant to the Receiving Party’s automatic electronic archiving and back-up
procedures to the extent such copies are retained in accordance with the confidentiality and
non-use obligations specified in this Agreement; and

(c) one archival copy of the Confidential Information retained by internal counsel for the Receiving
Party to monitor the Receiving Party’s compliance with this Agreement to the extent such copies
are retained in accordance with the confidentiality and non-use obligations specified in this
Agreement.

The above-mentioned obligation shall not extend to Confidential Information acquired by the
Receiving Party under the Agreement provided the Receiving Party continues to comply with the
terms of use set forth in this Agreement for such retained Confidential Information.

9.7 Export Controls for Technical Data

The Parties shall comply with any applicable law, regulation, order or directive from any relevant
authority governing or controlling the transfer, export, retransfer or re-export of any Confidential
Information. If export authorizations are required by export control laws, unless the Parties agree
otherwise, the Party proposing to conduct the export or transfer or re-export or re-transfer shall
be responsible for obtaining the required authorizations. Each Party shall reasonably cooperate
and support the other Party in obtaining any necessary licenses or authorizations required to
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perform its obligations under this section. Each Party represents that Confidential Information
provided by it under this Agreement: (a) is not “technical data” as that term is defined in 22 C.F.R
§ 120.10 of the International Traffic in Arms Regulations (in this Section 9.7, “ITAR”), and (b) is
not “defense services” as that term is defined in 22 C.F.R § 120.9 of the ITAR.

9.8 Transactional Disclosure

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement, the Parties acknowledge and agree
that CCC may disclose the following information:

- General description of the goods or services: Aircraft, Parts and Training

ARTICLE 10 — MISCELLANEOUS

10.1 Promotional and Marketing Rights
Both Parties shall have the right, but not the obligation, to show, the image of any of the
Purchased Aircraft in photographs, drawings, films, slides, audiovisual works, models or any
other medium of expression, in or through all mass communications media, regardless of the
format thereof, including billboards, magazines, newspaper, television, movie theatres, the
Internet, posters and catalogues.

10.2 Notices

(a) Any notice or other communication required or permitted to be given to any Party hereunder

shall be in writing and shall be delivered in person, transmitted by e-mail or similar means of
recorded electronic communication (with proof of transmission), or sent by registered mail,
charges prepaid, addressed as follows:

(b) Any such notice or other communication shall be deemed to have been given and received on
the day on which it was delivered or transmitted (or, if such day is not a Business Day, on the
next following Business Day) or, if mailed, on the third (3™) Business Day following the date of
mailing; notwithstanding the foregoing, if at the time of mailing or within three (3) Business Days
thereafter there is or occurs a labour dispute or other event which might reasonably be expected
to disrupt the delivery of documents by mail, any notice or other communication hereunder
shall be delivered or transmitted by means of recorded electronic communication as aforesaid.

(c) Any Party may at any time change its address for service from time to time by giving notice to
the other Parties in accordance with this Section 10.2.

10.3 Assignment
(a) Neither Party may assign its rights under this Agreement, in whole or in part, to any other person
without the prior written consent of the other Party unless otherwise expressly authorized by
this Agreement.

(b) Immediately following the expiration of the Viking New Aircraft Warranty Policy set forth in
Schedule B to this Agreement for the Purchased Aircraft and the Spares and Equipment Warranty
Policy set forth in Schedule C to this Agreement (if applicable), and without the requirement for
any amendment or further action by or on behalf of CCC, Viking or the Purchaser, this
Agreement shall be deemed to have been novated by CCC to Viking, who shall thereafter have
the sole benefit of the rights, obligations, privileges, conditions and covenants granted by the
Purchaser to CCC, and both the Purchaser and Viking shall be entitled to fully and completely
enjoy and enforce the provisions of this Agreement directly against each other. CCC shall deliver
to the Purchaser Viking’s written acceptance of such novation immediately following the
expiration of the Viking New Aircraft Warranty Policy in connection with all Purchased Aircraft
delivered under this Agreement.

10.4 Counterparts
This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall constitute an original and
all of which taken together shall constitute one and the same instrument. This Agreement may
be delivered by any Party by email or similar means of electronic communication, and if so
executed and delivered, shall be legally binding on the Party executing in such manner.

10.5 Third Party Beneficiaries
The Parties intend that this Agreement shall not benefit or create any right, stipulation for the
benefit of, delegation open for acceptance by, or cause of action in, or on behalf of, any Person
other than the Parties to this Agreement and no Person, other than the Parties to this Agreement
shall be entitled to rely on the provisions of this Agreement; provided, however, that Viking shall
be an express third party beneficiary of this Agreement.
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10.6 Purchaser visits and translator costs
(a) For clarity, Purchaser shall be responsible for any expenses, including any and all travel expenses,
it will incur to perform visits, to CCC, Viking or any affiliates, suppliers or service provider of CCC
or Viking, during the term of this Agreement, except in the case covered under Article 4.3.f .

(b) If and where necessary, any and all costs pertaining to the use of a translator required for
activities related to Section 4.3 or in support of other activities, such as the Monitoring
Committee, shall be borne solely by Purchaser.
